4. Transportation Funding Overview  
 
Senior Transportation Planner Rachel Moriconi delivered a presentation on 
how transportation programs and projects are funded in Santa Cruz County 
and the RTC’s responsibility to administer transportation funds. 
 
Commissioners discussed: changes to the public funding system (i.e. 
Congressional earmarks, the relationship between the local match and the 
grant’s competitiveness; Reagan-era changes to funding criteria, larger 
urban areas tend to compete better for rail funding than non-urban areas, 
reduction in transit funding, costs of electrifying a fleet); freight study 
recently commissioned by the Association of Monterey Bay Area 
Governments (AMBAG); Live Oak considered an opportunity zone for trail 
funding; staff’s presentation informative and useful for the public; chicken-
and-egg problem with respect to rail trail funding takes political will to 
overcome; rail funds pre-programmed; grants have strict criteria; 
confidence in staff to position our community for grants that could fund 
Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) projects; correction of 
a misinterpretation that Caltrans would have funded an Environmental 
Impact Report (EIR) for the passenger rail project; need for a business plan 
to consider impact of tourism, transit, and distribution of goods on Santa 
Cruz economy & equity; staff successful in obtaining grants; clarifying 
position on availability of funds for rail; the role of staff in the decision not to 
move forward with the business plan for passenger rail. 
 
Staff responded to questions regarding: evaluating the deficiencies in 
transportation equity within the county; risk-reward analysis performed 
when planning to seek funds for potential major investments; with respect 
to fluctuating gas prices, effect of SB1 on fuel tax funding; maintaining 
sustainable transportation of goods while stimulating funding through sales 
tax; amount of funding available for the Active Transportation Program 
(ATP); RTC’s support for California Transportation Commission proposal to 
increase ATP funds; competitiveness of the trail program for ATP grants.

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5. Measure D Financing Scenarios as a Strategy to Expedite Delivery of 

Highway 1 and Coastal Rail Trail Projects 
 
Executive Director Guy Preston, Senior Transportation Planner Grace 
Blakeslee, Senior Transportation Engineer Sarah Christensen, and Director of 
Budget and Finance Tracy New delivered a presentation. Melissa Schick and 
David Leifer of KNN Public Finance provided a presentation on the cash flow 
models based on the proposed projects. Ms. Blakeslee and Ms. Christensen 
provided more information on other funding options, other considerations, 
and next steps. 
 
Staff responded to questions regarding: how the cash flow model takes an 
anticipated recession into consideration; standards of planned bridge repair 
in the interim trail scenario; effect of auxiliary lane/bus-on-shoulder project 
on construction cost of bridge over highway 1 and funding the project 
through the active transportation expenditure plan; progress of discussions 
with Roaring Camp; how costs of mitigation indicated by the Environmental 
Impact Report (EIR) are accounted for in either project, specifically soil 
remediation; clarification of cost estimates in either scenario with respect to 
the Capitola Trestle; making a decision on the preferred scenario with 
respect to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) & with respect to 
pursuing grant funding; key decision is how much Measure D Active 
Transportation regional funding would be available to project sponsors to 
use as a grant match; whether the RTC would be responsible for 
maintenance costs of the rail trail; feasibility of breaking segment 
construction into phases to facilitate grant funding.  
 
Rob Tidmore, project manager for Segments 10 and 11 for the County of 
Santa Cruz, provided more information about strategies to maximize grant 
funding for active transportation projects. 
 
Commissioners discussed: Request to agendize a discussion of the costs of 
maintenance for the rail trail with the local jurisdictions; Highway 1 
interchange at Soquel also a significant chokepoint. 
 
Executive Director Preston clarified that the grant cannot cover both 
scenarios because the application requires a funding plan, and the funding 
plans and costs for each scenario would differ greatly. Mr. Preston further 
clarified that the Highway 1/Segment 12 project has one-build alternative 
with optional phases and Ms. Christensen reiterated the timeline for major 
decision points for the project.

Commissioners discussed: RTC’s legal obligations met; appreciation to staff 
for trying to make the project workable; rescoping the project; unwise to 
shift Measure D-2016 funding to this project; frequency of inspections and 
prioritization of safety and longevity; rail maintenance funds extremely 
limited; desire to see phase 1 inspections; equity issues between San 
Lorenzo bridge and Pajaro bridge; importance of the bridge as a pedestrian 
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pathway; valuable connection between Pajaro and Watsonville; structural 
elements of the rehabilitation. 

Commissioner Rotkin motioned and Commissioner Bertrand seconded the 
motion to approve the staff recommendation to reject the bid for the Pajaro 
River Bridge Rehabilitation Project along the Santa Cruz Branch Line and 
directed staff to continue discussions with Roaring Camp and other parties to 
brainstorm ways of utilizing the grant funds to make the necessary repairs.  

The motion passed with Commissioners Bertrand, S. Brown, Johnson, 
Koenig, McPherson, K. Brown, Parker, Rotkin, and Commissioner Alternates 
Hurst, Schiffrin, and Quinn voting “aye” and Commissioner Caput voting 
“no.”

Commissioners discussed: potential challenges in Metro service to 
accommodate a Kaiser medical facility planned for Live Oak; capacity for 
bikes on Metro buses; Senior Council’s annual survey of needs & Area 
Agency on Aging comprehensive survey; piggybacking individualized 
paratransit & shared use of METRO vehicles; enhance door-to-door 
paratransit & importance of elderly & disabled retaining their independence;

paratransit.

Senior Transportation Planner Grace Blakeslee delivered a presentation on 
Coastal Rail Trail development, funding requests from the local jurisdictions, 
and programming for the Active Transportation investment category of 
Measure D-2016.

Director Preston responded to questions regarding: clarifying the 
implications of the staff’s alternative recommendation; clarifying staff’s 
recommendation with respect to the City & County of Santa Cruz’s grant 
seeking for Segments 8-12; the need for bonding in order to program funds; 
additional programming required for FY23 budget amendment includes cost 
overrun on segment 7 and additional funding to complete the environmental 
analysis for segments 8, 9, 10, and 11; operationalizing the 
recommendation to “advance discussions to railbank the SCBL”; cost 
estimates include trail only (excludes costs to rehabilitate the line for rail 
service); costs to rehabilitate or replace the Capitola trestle; option to 
complete the trail in segments as funding becomes available; keeping 
options open until voters weigh in on the Greenway initiative on June 7; 
ability of the City to maximize flexibility for building their segments of the 
trail; terms of current & potential future maintenance agreements with local 
jurisdictions; class standards of the segments & building for freight and/or 
passenger rail; no need for a debate or a decision today between “rail with 
trail” or “trail only.”

Commissioner Alternate Schiffrin motioned and Commissioner Rotkin 
seconded the motion to approve the alternate staff recommendation.  
 
 
At the suggestion of Commissioner McPherson, the maker of the motion 
added a friendly amendment to direct staff to return to the Commission for a 
discussion on cost overruns and the seconder accepted the amendment. 
 
Commissioner Koenig proposed a friendly amendment that a maintenance 
agreement must be put in place with the partner agencies prior to 
advertising for construction of any future segment. 
 
The maker of the motion (Commissioner Alternate Schiffrin) proposed that 
the discussion on maintenance take place at the September Commission 
meeting and Commissioners Koenig and Rotkin agreed. 
 
Commissioner Koenig proposed a friendly amendment to authorize grant 
applications for segments 8-11 for either scenario while remaining silent on 
the rail line to ensure maximum flexibility to implement either option in the 
future. 
 
Commissioners discussed and staff responded to a question regarding the 
lack of the RTC’s authority to authorize the grant applications for Segments 
8-11. 
 
The maker of the motion (Commissioner Alternate Schiffrin) added an 
amendment to direct staff to provide recommended language to the City and 
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the County for their grant applications for Segments 8-11. Commissioners 
Koenig and Rotkin accepted the amendment. 
 
Commissioners discussed: fragile nature of the proposed compromise; 
consistency of approach & formalizing the ability of the agencies to move 
forward with either option; appreciation to staff for alternative 
recommendation; potential to secure a railbanking agreement with Roaring 
Camp that does not preclude future implementation of rail. 
 
Engineer for the City of Santa Cruz Nathan Nguyen provided more 
information on the City’s cycle 6 Active Transportation Plan construction 
grant application and responded to a Commissioner’s question regarding 
cost overruns. 
 
Commissioners discussed: differentiation between cost overruns and long-
term maintenance costs; equity of RTC allocations between North and South 
County projects. 
 
In response to a question from Commissioners, Director Preston provided 
information on funds previously provided to the City of Watsonville for 
Segment 18 and clarified that the City covered cost overruns for Segment 
18.1. 

Commissioners discussed: RTC’s track record on approving jurisdictional 
requests for funds; concern about the gradual creep toward railbanking. 

Director Preston reported what funds were provided to the City of 
Watsonville for their segment & the significant utility needs of the City of 
Santa Cruz’s project. Director Preston stated that staff will make a 
recommendation (or not) if there is a need for additional funding during 
construction, based on today’s decision not to include language on cost 
overruns at this time.  

Commissioners discussed: the motion on the table as modified friendly 
amendments to be as follows: 

1. Hold a public hearing on programming and financing options for 
Measure D Highway Corridors and Active Transportation regional 
investment categories; 

2. Consider public and RTC Advisory Committee input; and 

3. Adopt Resolution 50-22 to: 

a. Program additional Measure D-Highway Corridors and Active 
Transportation revenues to Highway 1 and Coastal Rail Trail 
projects as shown in Exhibit A, without specifying alignment 
preference. This includes programming additional Measure D-
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regional funds for the Highway 1 Freedom to State Park Project, 
Coastal Rail Trail Segments 7 through 12, as well as ongoing 
program costs; 

b. Commit to future actions to finance, if determined necessary to 
meet funding commitments, in accordance with the Measure D - 
Strategic Implementation Plan (SIP), Policy 4.5 (Attachment 2);  

c. Amend the RTC FY23 budget to reflect approved programming 
actions and reflect updated project schedule and cost 
information for previously programmed projects; 

4. Direct staff to advance discussions to railbank the SCBL, from Lee 
Road in Watsonville to Davenport, as a measure to reduce RTC’s 
financial exposure for either the interim or ultimate trail. 

5. Direct staff to return with a discussion on [long term] maintenance 
issues no later than September and a discussion on how to deal with 
cost overruns. 

6. Direct staff to provide recommended language to the City and County 
for moving forward with the grant applications to allow for flexibility. 

7. Require that a maintenance agreement be in place, prior to the 
advertisement of future trail projects for construction. 

The motion (Schiffrin/Rotkin) passed with Commissioners Bertrand, S. 
Brown, Johnson, Koenig, McPherson, K. Brown, Parker, Rotkin, and 
Commissioner Alternates Schiffrin and Quinn voting “aye.” Commissioner 
Alternates Hurst and Hernandez voted “no.” 

Commissioners discussed: historical cooperation between Commissioners 
representing all parts of the county. 

Chair Brown requested that staff respond to questions posed by members of 
the public regarding: the potential risk for losing funding if the RTC does not 
take action to move forward with the preferred alternative; a memo 
explaining the RTC’s commitments to Progressive Rail for the first 7 miles of 
the Coastal Rail Trail; mileage & cost comparisons between the interim and 
ultimate alignment. 

Chair Brown asked for information regarding whether commitments have 
been met with Progressive Rail for first 7 miles of the rail line. Executive 
Director Preston responded that the RTC has met its commitments with 
regards to the first 7 miles of the rail line and staff will be sending a letter to 
Progressive Rail for not maintaining that section of the rail line.  

29. Review of items to be discussed in closed session 
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Item 30 was removed from the agenda. There was no closed session.

RECOMMENDATIONS 

 
Staff recommends the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) adopt a 
resolution (Attachment 1) authorizing the Executive Director to negotiate 
and execute Amendment No. 2 to the Cooperative Agreement (Exhibit A to 
Attachment 1) between the City of Santa Cruz for design, environmental 
review, permitting, construction and maintenance of Coastal Rail Trail 
Segment 7 (Natural Bridges to Pacific Avenue) along the Santa Cruz Branch 
Line (SCBL). 
_______________________________________________________________________ 
 
BACKGROUND  

 
In November 2013, the RTC adopted the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic 
Trail (MBSST) Network Master Plan and certified a programmatic 
Environmental Impact Report. The 32-mile Coastal Rail Trail serves as the 
spine of the 50-mile MBSST Network and will connect to Monterey County’s 
system of existing and planned trails. The MBSST, also referred to as the 
Coastal Rail Trail, will provide transportation, recreation, commuter and 
coastal access opportunities for bicyclists and pedestrians. For planning and 
project delivery purposes, the MBSST is separated into 20 segments, with 16 
segments along the SCBL right-of-way.  
 
RTC is working closely with partner agencies to develop Coastal Rail Trail 
projects between Davenport and the City of Watsonville. The City of Santa 
Cruz is the project sponsor for Segment 7 between Natural Bridge Drive (MP 
22.2) and Pacific Avenue at the wharf (MP 20.1). On February 2, 2017, the 
City of Santa Cruz and the RTC entered into a Cooperative Agreement for 
the Design, Environmental Review, Permitting, Construction and 
Maintenance of Coastal Rail Trail Segment 7, outlining the terms and 
conditions for development, construction, and implementation of Segment 7 
along the SCBL right-of-way. 
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The City of Santa Cruz is delivering Segment 7 in two phases. Phase 1 of the 
project completed construction in December 2020. The City of Santa Cruz 
Council recently awarded the Segment 7, Phase 2 construction contract to 
Anderson Pacific Engineering Construction Inc. and authorized the City 
Manager to execute Amendment No. 2 to the Cooperative Agreement for the 
project. 
 
The RTC approves and regularly updates the 2016-Measure D 5-year 
Program of Projects, which includes amounts of Measure D-Active 
Transportation revenues programmed for design, construction, maintenance, 
and operations of the MBSST within the City of Santa Cruz. On May 5, 2022 
the Commission approved the 5-year Program of Projects for the Active 
Transportation category of Measure D which included funds for Coastal Rail 
Trail Segment 7. 
 
DISCUSSION  
 

When completed, Coastal Rail Trail Segment 7 will comprise a 12-foot wide 
to 16-foot wide paved multi-use trail from Natural Bridges Drive (MP 22.2) 
to Pacific Avenue at the wharf (MP 20.1) in the City of Santa Cruz. The 
project involves construction of the paved multi-use trail, surface and 
subsurface drainage improvements, retaining walls, a bridge across Arroyo 
Seco Creek, curb ramps, street crossings and striping, lighting, fiber optic 
conduits within utility trenches, landscaping, and fencing. Segment 7, Phase 
1 from Natural Bridges Drive to California Street was completed in December 
2020. Segment 7, Phase 2 from California Street to Pacific Avenue at the 
wharf will start construction in late summer 2022 and is estimated to 
complete construction in 2023. 
 
The Segment 7 Cooperative Agreement with the City of Santa Cruz describes 
roles and responsibilities for preconstruction, construction, maintenance, and 
operation activities over a 20-year term. Amendment No. 1 to the Segment 
7 Cooperative Agreement approved Phase 1 of the project and provided 
additional funding to deliver Phase 1 of the project.  
 
The Segment 7 Cooperative Agreement follows an old cooperative 
agreement format, which includes the responsibility for maintenance.  Staff 
is considering recommending future stand-alone maintenance agreements.  
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Draft Amendment No. 2 proposes revisions to maintenance requirements, 
updates to the project’s funding table and more detail for invoicing 
procedures. Draft Amendment No. 2 replaces the list of specific trail 
improvements to be maintained by the City of Santa Cruz with plans 
showing the City of Santa Cruz’s maintenance and management obligations. 
The City of Santa Cruz will maintain and manage the trail side of the SCBL 
right-of-way between (and inclusive of) the fence that the separates the trail 
from the tracks and the outer edge of the SCBL right-of-way. The scope of 
maintenance responsibilities includes signage and striping (except railroad 
No Trespassing signs), all smooth wire and chain link fencing, removable 
bollards, paved multi-use trail, landscaping, vegetation maintenance and 
management, trash removal, graffiti abatement, drainage system, open soil 
areas, trash and recycling receptables, retaining walls, fiber optic 
connections and cabinets; security cameras; bike/pedestrian counter 
systems; bike share stations; trail lighting and electrical systems; and paved 
parking areas. 
 
On May 5, 2022, the Commission approved the 2016-Measure D 5-year 
Program of Projects for the Active Transportation Category that included 
funding for Segment 7 in FY21/22 through FY 26/27. The Commission 
programmed $2,150,000 for Segment 7, Phase 2 construction in FY22/23; 
$110,000 for RTC project management, oversight, outreach, and technical 
support during project delivery FY21/22 through FY23/24; and $345,000 
from FY21/22 through FY26/27 for trail maintenance and operations in the 
City of Santa Cruz.  
 
Draft Addendum No. 2 establishes that the RTC will contribute 50% of the 
cost of trail maintenance and operations expenses that the City of Santa 
Cruz incurs, up to the amounts shown in the Measure D 5-Year Program of 
Projects. Future maintenance funding will depend on the capacity of Measure 
D with respect to the overall expenditure plan priorities subject to adoption 
of the Measure D-Active Transportation 5-Year Program of Projects by the 
Commission.  

 
RTC staff recommends the RTC adopt a resolution (Attachment 1) to 
authorize the Executive Director to negotiate and execute 
Amendment No. 2 to the Segment 7 Cooperative Agreement 
(Exhibit A to Attachment 1) with the City and Santa Cruz, subject to 
approval as to form by legal counsel. 
 
Next Steps 
Construction of Coastal Rail Trail Segment 7 will begin this summer. Future 
funds for maintenance of trail segments will be subject to Commission 
adoption of the 2016-Measure D Program of Projects for the Active 
Transportation Category. Staff plans to return to the September RTC 
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meeting with additional information regarding trail maintenance 
responsibilities and funding with respect to the projected capacity of the 
Measure D Active Transportation Category. 
 
The Cooperative Agreement with the City of Santa Cruz for Coastal Rail Trail 
Segments 8 and 9 (Pacific Avenue to 17th Avenue) is pending and will be 
recommended by staff for Commission approval at a future RTC meeting.  
 
FISCAL IMPACTS  

 
There are no new fiscal impacts associated with executing Amendment No. 2 
to the Cooperative Agreement with the City of Santa Cruz for Coastal Rail 
Trail Segment 7. On May 5, 2022, the Commission approved the 2016-
Measure D 5-year Program of Projects for the Active Transportation Category 
that included funding for Segment 7 in FY21/22 to FY26/27. Sufficient 
Measure D programming and budget capacity exists to fund Amendment 
No. 2 to the Cooperative Agreement with the City of Santa Cruz for Coastal 
Rail Trail Segment 7. 
 
SUMMARY  
 

Draft Amendment No. 2 to the Cooperative Agreement for Segment 7 of the 
Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network provides more detail on 
Project invoicing procedures and maintenance responsibilities, and it updates 
the funding table for the project. Staff recommends the Regional 
Transportation Commission (RTC) adopt a resolution to authorize the 
Executive Director to negotiate and execute Amendment No. 2 to the 
Segment 7 Cooperative Agreement.

WHEREAS, the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) purchased the 

Santa Cruz Branch Rail Line (Branch Line) in October 2012 for preservation, 
continuation of freight and recreational rail service, implementation of additional 
recreational rail service, potential future passenger rail service and construction of 
a bicycle and pedestrian trail; 

 
WHEREAS, the RTC is charged with implementing the Santa Cruz County 

portion of the 2-county Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail (MBSST) Network;  
 
WHEREAS, the RTC adopted an award-winning MBSST Master Plan that 

defines the alignment and development of the Santa Cruz County’s 50-mile bicycle 
and pedestrian trail system, and certified a programmatic Environmental Impact 
Report in November 2013;  

 
WHEREAS, the spine of the trail will be built within or adjacent to the 32-

mile RTC-owned railroad right-of-way from Davenport to Pajaro, with the trail 
separated into 20 segments for planning and project delivery purposes with 16 of 
these segments along the rail right-of-way; 
 

WHEREAS, on March 24, 2014 the City of Santa Cruz Council adopted the 
MBSST Network Master Plan; 
 

WHEREAS, on February 2, 2017, the City of Santa Cruz and the RTC 
entered into a Cooperative Agreement for the Design, Environmental Review, 
Permitting, Construction and Maintenance of Segment 7 of the Monterey Bay 
Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network, which outlined the terms and conditions for 
development, construction, and implementation of Segment 7 of the Monterey Bay 
Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network (“MBSST”) on the Santa Cruz Branch Line right-of-
way, with the City of Santa Cruz as the project sponsor responsible for the design, 
environmental review, permitting and construction work associated with the 
Project and is also responsible for maintenance of Project improvements, as 
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described in the Cooperative Agreement; 
 
WHEREAS, on February 12, 2018, the City of Santa Cruz and the RTC 

executed Amendment No. 1 to the Cooperative Agreement to approve and provide 
for additional funding for the Project; 

 
WHEREAS, on May 10, 2022 the City of Santa Cruz Council adopted a 

resolution to award the construction contract for Phase 2 of the Project and to 
authorize the City Manager to execute Amendment No. 2 to the Cooperative 
Agreement; 

 
WHEREAS, on May 5, 2022 the RTC approved the Measure D 5-year 

Program of Projects for the Active Transportation Category which includes funding 
for Coastal Rail Trail Segment 7; and 

 
WHEREAS, an amendment to the Cooperative Agreement is needed to 

update the Project’s funding table, provide more detail on invoicing procedures for 
the Project and on maintenance responsibilities;

THIS SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF SANTA 
CRUZ (“CITY”) AND THE SANTA CRUZ COUNTY REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION 

(“RTC”) (referred to herein as “Second Amendment”) is made this _______ day of __________ 
2020 by and between the City and RTC, (sometimes referred together as the “Parties”) who 

agree as follows: 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, on February 2, 2017, City and RTC entered into that certain Cooperative 
Agreement (“Coop Agreement”) for the Design, Environmental Review, Permitting, Construction 
and Maintenance of Segment 7 of the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network (“Project”) 
whereby the Parties outlined the terms and conditions for development, construction, and 
implementation of Segment 7 of the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network (“MBSST”) on 
the Santa Cruz Branch Rail Line (Rail Line) right of way ; and  

WHEREAS, the City has completed the environmental review, right of way, and design 
work for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, on February 12, 2018, City and RTC entered into Amendment No. 1 to the 
Coop Agreement to approve and provide for additional funding for the Project; and 

WHEREAS, the Project will be constructed and implemented in two phases. Phase 1 
consists of a paved multiuse bicycle/pedestrian trail along the rail right-of-way between Natural 
Bridges Drive (MP 22.2) to intersection of California St and Bay St (MP 20.9) and Phase 2 consists 
of a paved multiuse bicycle/pedestrian trail between the intersection of California Street and Bay 
Street (MP 20.9) to Pacific Avenue at the wharf (MP 20.1) as depicted in more detail in 
Attachment 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein; and 

WHEREAS, the RTC approves and regularly updates a Measure D, 5-year Program of 
Projects, which includes amounts of Measure D-Active Transportation revenues programmed for 
maintenance and operations of the rail trail in the City of Santa Cruz; and 

WHEREAS, the Coop Agreement outlines conditions and obligations for both Phase 1 and 
Phase 2 of the Project; and 

EXHIBIT A
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WHEREAS, City and RTC now desire to further amend the Coop Agreement to (1) provide 
more detail on invoicing procedures for the Project, and (2) provide more detail on maintenance 
responsibilities; and  

WHEREAS, a Post-Construction Site Environmental Management Plan has been developed 
for Segment 7 that provides details on responsibilities associated with annual inspections and 
maintaining the integrity of the protective cap to prevent exposure to deeper residual 
contaminants, 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the promises and other good and 
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, City and  
RTC hereby agree to amend the Coop Agreement as follows: 

1. Revise designation of “Railway” to St Paul & Pacific Railroad or most current rail operator
throughout.

2. Section 2 of the Coop Agreement (Funding and Invoicing) shall be amended by replacing
the existing section in whole with the following:

Section 2. Funding and Invoicing:  

a. Funding Breakdown. The funding/spending summary for preconstruction and
construction, attached and incorporated herein as Attachment 2, provides the breakdown
of funding for Phase 1 and 2 combined and an estimate of the funding by Phase.

Additionally, pursuant to the annual revision and RTC approval of the "5-year Program of 
Projects" from the Santa Cruz County Transportation Improvement Plan Measure 
("Measure D"): Active Transportation/Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network 
(Coastal Rail Trail) regional investment category, the RTC has agreed to contribute to trail 
maintenance and operations expenses that the City incurs, up to the amounts shown in 
the Measure D 5-year Program of Projects for the “Trail maintenance and operations in 
Santa Cruz”.  All maintenance costs agreed upon by the RTC is dependent upon Measure D 
funding availability and approval of the funds in the Measure D-Active Transportation 5-
Year Program of Projects.  

b. Payment, Invoicing, and Accounting.

i. RTC and City agree to provide the funds identified in the Funding Summary
(Attachment 2). RTC and City agree to mutually seek additional funding as needed
to fully fund the Project, including trail maintenance and operation expenses.

ii. RTC will pay City for construction capital costs on a reimbursement basis. RTC shall
remit payment for eligible expenditures (see Attachment 2 – Funding and Spending
Summary) within forty-five (45) calendar days of receipt of invoices from City.
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iii. City will invoice RTC for reimbursement of construction capital costs on an actual
cost basis in proportion to the amount contributed to that project component by
each fund type.  Federal Earmark and STIP funds will be invoiced first, followed by
spending of Measure D Regional funds and the City of Santa Cruz funds that are
allocated for construction capital on a proportional basis.

iv. The RTC shall pay the City for up to 50% of actual maintenance and operation
expenditures up to the amounts shown in the latest approved Measure D Five-Year
Plan on an actual cost basis.

v. Use of Measure D revenues are subject to all conditions set forth in the Measure D
Ordinance, Expenditure Plan, fund agreements, guidelines, and policies, which are
incorporated herein by this reference.  Unused funds are subject to re-
programming in subsequent 5-year plan updates.

vi. City will invoice RTC for no more than 50% of the trail maintenance costs on an
actual cost basis up to the amounts programmed in the latest Measure D Five-Year
Plan.

vii. Direct costs associated with the delivery of programs and projects associated with
Measure D funds including direct staff costs, consultant costs, and construction
costs are eligible uses of Measure D funds. RTC does not allow indirect costs,
unless the City submits for RTC approval an independently audited and approved
Indirect Cost Allocation Plan (ICAP). This may include, but not be limited to, the
ICAP prepared for other state or federal programs.

viii. Beginning within 30 days of execution of this Amendment, City will submit to RTC
monthly or quarterly invoices for the prior month's or quarter’s expenditures.

ix. After all work for the Project is complete, City will submit a final accounting for all
costs.

x. RTC and the Measure D Taxpayer Oversight Committee shall have the ability to
audit expenditures and invoices claimed by City under this Agreement to ensure
compliance with this Agreement and the Measure D Ordinance and Expenditure
Plan.  RTC shall provide at least a 30-day notice to City prior to conducting an audit.

xi. City shall set up and maintain an appropriate system of accounts to report on
Measure D regional funds received.

1. City must account for Measure D regional funds separately for each
program or project, and from any other funds received from the
RTC.

2. The accounting system shall provide adequate internal controls and
audit trails to facilitate an annual compliance audit for Measure D
funds and the respective usage and application of said funds.

3. RTC and its representatives, agents and nominees shall have the
absolute right at any reasonable time to inspect and copy any
accounting records related to such funds following a 30-day notice,
except to the extent specifically prohibited by applicable law.

xii. City shall, by December 31st of each year, submit to RTC separate independently
audited financial statements for the prior fiscal year ending June 30 of Measure D
regional funds received and used, including any interest earnings.  The audit, which
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shall be made available to the public, shall report on evidence that the expenditure 
of funds is in accordance with the Expenditure Plan adopted by the voters.  Failure 
to submit the annual report may result in RTC withholding Measure D funds from 
City until the report is submitted.

xiii. Both parties agree to actively seek funding to reimburse the City and RTC for
maintenance costs incurred within the immediately preceding three (3) years.
Nothing in this agreement shall prevent RTC and City to obtain maintenance funds
from other private or public sources.

3. Section 9 of the Coop Agreement (Maintenance) shall be replaced in whole with the
following:

Section 9. Maintenance: After final completion and acceptance of the Project by the City, 
the City shall be responsible for maintenance and management of the trail side of the Rail 
Line right-of-way from Natural Bridges Drive to Pacific Ave and Beach St at the 
roundabout. This area is designated as the area of the trail along the rail corridor between 
and inclusive of the fence that separates the trail from the tracks and the outer edge of 
the Rail Line right of way limit on the trail side of the tracks from Natural Bridges Drive to 
Pacific Ave and Beach St at the roundabout. Maintenance responsibilities exclude railroad 
gates, railway-related traffic control systems and flashers. The City will perform the 
maintenance and management obligations depicted in Attachment 3, Plans of City of 
Santa Cruz Maintenance Areas, attached hereto and incorporated herein. Where drainage 
structures cross under the fence line, each party will be responsible for maintaining 
drainage, including clearing obstructions, on their respective side of the fence line. Except 
to the extent specified in Attachment 3, the City is not otherwise responsible for any 
drainage maintenance, weed abatement, vegetation management, or trash collection in 
the track areas controlled or to be maintained by the Railway, RTC, or other third party. 

a. Barring any substantial budgetary constraints, The City’s maintenance and
management duties shall be for a term of 30 years following the completion and
acceptance of the Project.

b. City’s maintenance and management duties shall be limited to only the areas as
specified on Attachment 3 and its maintenance duties shall not be expanded to
repair, remedy or cure any defects or conditions attributable to Railway, RTC or
other third party, except use by the public. Maintenance responsibilities for
artwork installed along the trail is addressed in a separate agreement. City may
avail itself of any and all legal remedies, including the right to seek reimbursement,
from any party responsible for causing damage or contributing to the defective
condition of the items for which City has agreed to maintain.

c. A protective soil cap has been installed as part of the Project for mitigation of
arsenic and hexavalent chromium that were detected above background or
screening levels respectively.  As part of the deed restriction on Segment 7 of the
coastal rail trail, an annual inspection is required to document cap integrity and
confirm that the cap has not been removed, damaged or penetrated. For RTC’s
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convenience, the City will perform the annual inspection and submit to CSCEHD 
and RTC as part of the reimbursable maintenance responsibilities in accordance 
with the requirements specified in the Segment 7 Post-Construction Site 
Environmental Management Plan. RTC, to the extent permitted by law, will 
defend, indemnify, and hold harmless City, its officials, officers, employees, and 
agents from any claims, damages, or liability relating to the inspection of the soil 
cap except to the extent such claims, damages, or liability stems from the City’s 
negligent or wrongful acts or omissions. City shall have no duty to repair any 
damage to the soil cap, except in proportion to and to the extent that the damage 
to the soil cap was proximately caused by the City, its employees or agents.  

d. City is authorized to install plants, trees, benches or other non-artwork features to
create a park-like setting in areas along the trail at the City’s own cost and expense
and with RTC administrative approval which is consistent with the use of Measure
D funds. RTC has sole discretion to deny approval of the proposed features,
including but not limited to the potential for excess maintenance and repair costs.
The City will notify RTC and CSCEHD of any planned work in the Project area that
will cause disturbance of soil below the protective cap and comply with the
requirements in the Segment 7 Post-Construction Environmental Management
Plan. The City agrees to maintain these features in a clean and orderly condition,
with the Parties sharing the cost of maintenance and repair. The obligations and
responsibilities associated with Trail artwork are contained  in a separate
agreement between the Parties.

e. City has the discretion to prioritize and limit its maintenance duties and costs
related to this Project based on the amounts shown in the latest approved
Measure D Five-Year Plan and due to other budgetary constraints.
Notwithstanding the City’s discretion to prioritize its maintenance duties provided
above, the City remains fully obligated, to the extent permitted by law, to defend,
indemnify, and hold harmless RTC, its officials, officers, employees, and agents
from any claims, damages, or liability relating to the City’s performance or non-
performance of all of the maintenance duties specified in this Section 9, except to
the extent such claims, damages, or liability stems from RTC’s negligent or
wrongful acts or omissions.

All terms which are defined in the Coop Agreement shall have the same meaning when used in this 
Second Amendment, unless specifically provided herein to the contrary. All other terms, 
conditions and provisions in the Coop Agreement remain in full force and effect. If there is a 
conflict between the terms of this Second Amendment and the Coop Agreement, the terms of the 
Coop Agreement will control unless specifically modified by this Second Amendment.

RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
Staff recommends that the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) receive this 
report on the draft Santa Cruz County Regional Conservation Investment Strategy 
(SCCRCIS), review the draft SCCRCIS, and provide input prior to the close of the 
comment period on August 16, 2022. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
Assembly Bill 2087 (Levine, 2016) created the Regional Conservation Investment 
Strategy (RCIS) to serve as a conservation planning tool to promote the 
conservation of species, habitats, and other natural resources. The RCIS is a 
voluntary, nonbinding document, and does not create, modify, or affect the land 
use requirements or standards. In May 2019, the Wildlife Conservation Board 
(WCB) awarded the RTC a grant to create an RCIS for Santa Cruz County. The RTC 
and the Santa Cruz County Resource Conservation District (RCD) entered into an 
agreement to develop the Santa Cruz County RCIS (SCCRCIS). The RCD provides 
resources to help protect, conserve, and restore natural resources through 
information, education, and technical assistance programs. The RCD is leading all 
technical aspects of the SCCRCIS and RTC is leading outreach efforts and 
evaluation of potential transportation project mitigation needs. The SCCRCIS builds 
upon prior planning efforts including the Integrated Watershed Restoration Program 
(IWRP), the Conservation Blueprint, and the Early Mitigation for Transportation 
Projects MOU.  
 
The SCCRCIS will provide a comprehensive regional conservation strategy that 
enables protection of the region’s focal species and other conservation elements. 
The regional conservation strategy and associated conservation actions can inform 
compensatory mitigation, including advanced environmental mitigation efforts, for 
transportation and other major infrastructure projects in Santa Cruz County. 
Opportunities for advanced mitigation can reduce project risk and support timely 
transportation project delivery. An approved RCIS will allow RTC to enter Mitigation 
Credit Agreements (MCAs), which are an advanced mitigation planning tool that 
creates mitigation credits in advance of project impacts by implementing 
conservation or enhancement actions to achieve RCIS goals.  
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Early identification of opportunities for compensatory mitigation and advanced 
mitigation, including MCAs, could benefit regional transportation projects including, 
but not limited to, Highway 1 improvements, Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail 
projects, and rail line maintenance, repairs, and rehabilitation. Projects 
implemented by local jurisdictions may also benefit from opportunities for advanced 
mitigation.  
 
Statewide, six RCIS documents have been completed and approved by the 
California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW). The approved RCIS documents 
and documents submitted for approval are located at: 
https://wildlife.ca.gov/Conservation/Planning/Regional-Conservation/Documents.  
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The Regional Transportation Commission, in coordination with the Santa Cruz 
County Resource Conservation District, worked with the RCIS Steering Committee, 
stakeholders and a technical advisory committee to develop the Draft Santa Cruz 
County Regional Conservation Investment Strategy (SCCRCIS). The Draft Santa 
Cruz County Regional Conservation Investment Strategy includes:  
 
Environmental Setting  
 
The SCCRCIS Environmental Setting describes the existing land uses, existing 
conservation plans, the natural environmental including ecoregions, aquatic 
systems and natural communities and describes the Santa Cruz County RCIS’s 
approach to conservation elements. Identification of natural communities and focal 
and non-focal species is a key component of the SCCRCIS. The RTC and RCD 
worked closely with CDFW to prepare a conservation approach focused on natural 
communities, which differs from previously adopted RCIS’s that derive conservation 
actions from only analyzing focal species.  
 
Conservation Strategy & Actions 
 
The SCCRCIS conservation strategy and actions sections identify the goals, 
objectives, and priority conservation actions for species and their natural 
communities. This section helps inform what activities and investments will have 
the greatest conservation benefits. 
 
The conservation strategies promote the protection of focal and non-focal species 
within their natural communities. The goal is to conserve the habitats that these 
species rely on and to address any stressors that may affect them. As such, the 
conservation strategy outlines the goals and objectives that will best support their 
habitats. By investing in the persistence and integrity of the natural communities, 
the conservation element helps connect projects to the landscape, protect local 
biodiversity, and promote both water quality and quantity. 
 
The actions portion of the RCIS strategy lists the steps that can be taken to achieve 
its conservation goals. The actions can be funded through a variety of existing 
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mechanisms such as mitigation funding, government grants, public funds, 
philanthropy, and tax incentives. The RCIS facilitates the conservation strategies 
through monitoring and adaptive management. The high value conservation and 
habitat enhancement opportunities that are identified help develop projects that 
address impacts and prioritize mitigation efforts. 
 
Public Review of the Draft RCIS 
 
The draft Regional Conservation Investment Strategy (RCIS) is available 
for public review on RTC’s website from May 27th to August 16, 2022. RTC 
staff invites Commissioners and the public to provide input on the draft RCIS in 
writing by e-mailing comments to rcis_santacruzcounty@sccrtc.org and 
rcis@wildlife.ca.gov. In addition, a public workshop will be held on June 29 at 5:30 
via Zoom to inform the public about the SCCRCIS content and answer questions. 
Visit www.sccrtc.org/rcis for  the link to the public workshop.  
 
Transportation Mitigation Needs Assessment  
 
An understanding of the potential impacts will inform advanced mitigation planning 
efforts by helping to connect potential project impacts with compensatory 
mitigation that address conservation priorities. Modeled after the Caltrans Advanced 
Mitigation Needs Assessment, the RTC analyzed the spatial distribution of natural 
resources and footprints of transportation projects listed in the 2045 Regional 
Transportation Plan that are expected to involve construction in non-developed 
areas or near waterways. This provided high-level information about potential 
impacts of planned projects on habitats. Design modification and avoidance 
strategies were not considered in the analysis and are expected to reduce potential 
impacts. Similar to the Caltrans Advanced Mitigation Planning process, the next 
step is to identify “species of mitigation need”. Species of mitigation need are those 
species for which extensive planning and resources may be required to identify and 
implement mitigation measures.  RTC staff is monitoring the development of the 
California Department of Fish and Wildlife Mitigation Credits Agreement guidelines 
to inform opportunities for advanced mitigation.   
 
The transportation mitigation needs assessment does not provide a project level 
assessment of impacts, scoping, environmental analysis, or permitting for 
transportation projects.  Transportation projects still need to go through 
environmental and permitting processes and must demonstrate avoidance and 
minimization prior to compensation. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
The SCCRTC secured a Proposition 68 grant from the Wildlife Conservation Board 
(WCB) in the amount of $594,000 to produce the SCCRCIS. The RTC matched the 
grant funds with $51,000 in Measure D funds ($17,340 from the Active 
Transportation, $8,160 from the Rail and $25,500 from the Highway 1 categories). 
These funds have been included in the RTC approved budgets accordingly as the 
work has proceeded.  There are no additional fiscal impacts. 
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SUMMARY 
 
The SCCRCIS will provide a comprehensive regional conservation strategy that 
enables the protection of the region’s natural communities, focal species, and other 
conservation elements. The regional conservation strategy and associated 
conservation actions can inform compensatory mitigation. This includes advanced 
environmental mitigation efforts for transportation and other major infrastructure 
projects in Santa Cruz County. An approved RCIS will also allow the RTC to enter 
Mitigation Credit Agreements (MCAs), these are an advanced mitigation tool that 
creates mitigation credits in advance of project impacts. Thus, they implement both 
conservation and enhancement actions consistent with the SCCRCIS goals. An 
assessment of mitigation needs for Santa Cruz County planned transportation is 
currently being completed alongside of the SCCRCIS development. Once finalized, 
the SCCRCIS will be a tool to support delivery of transportation and other major 
infrastructure projects by identifying potential actions for compensatory mitigation 
in advance of project delivery.  
 
The draft Regional Conservation Investment Strategy (RCIS) is available for public 
review on RTC’s website from May 27th to August 16, 2022.  Commissioners and 
the public are invited to a public workshop will be held on June 29 at 5:30 via Zoom  
Input on the draft RCIS should be made in writing by e-mailing comments to 
rcis_santacruzcounty@sccrtc.org and rcis@wildlife.ca.gov.

RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
Staff recommends that the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) adopt 
a resolution (Attachment 1) authorizing the Executive Director to enter into 
an agreement with Julian Tree Care (Exhibit A) for a total amount not to 
exceed $28,500 for vegetation removal at the Capitola Trestle along the 
Santa Cruz Branch Line.  

  
BACKGROUND 
 
The Santa Cruz Regional Transportation Commission plans to remove heavy 
vegetation surrounding the substructure of the Capitola Bridge to perform 
bridge inspections and maintenance activities. Various members of the 
bridge cannot be inspected due to current conditions due to vegetation 
covering the bridge.  
 
In 2019, by resolution, the RTC elected to become subject to the procedures 
of the California Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act 
(CUPCCAA), which allows the RTC to procure construction contractors for 
public projects up to $200,000 through an informal bidding process.  
 
DISCUSSION 
 
On April 29, 2022, the RTC released a Request for Bids (RFB) for qualified 
construction contractors on the RTC’s CUPCCAA list and through BidExpress 
soliciting services for vegetation removal from the Capitola Trestle. RTC staff 
held a pre-bid meeting on site with contractors on May 5, 2022.  
The overall purpose of this RFB is to remove vegetation covering the 
Capitola Trestle at Milepost (MP) 15.89a and 15.89b in preparation for 
inspections and maintenance activities. Two complete and responsive bids 
were received by Community Tree Service at $32,527 and Julian Tree Care 
at $28,500.  
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The work will involve removing vegetation from the substructure of the 
bridge which includes various bents and bracings. The work is anticipated to 
be performed over the summer and to only last a few working days. A 
section of the bridge spans directly over Capitola Ave therefore it is 
anticipated that there will be a need for lane/shoulder closures as well as an 
encroachment permit from the City of Capitola. The contractor’s scope of 
work includes obtaining the Encroachment Permit which includes a traffic 
control plan prior to start of work. Staff will notify the affected entities of the 
specific dates the work will occur weeks prior to commencement.  
 
Staff recommends adopting a resolution (Attachment 1) authorizing 
the Executive Director to enter into an agreement with Julian Tree 
Care (Exhibit A) for a total amount not to exceed $28,500 for 
vegetation removal at the Capitola Trestle.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
The RTC’s budget for the Santa Cruz Branch Line provides funds for corridor 
encroachments and preventative maintenance activities. There is sufficient 
capacity remaining in the current fiscal year’s budget, and there is enough 
remaining programming capacity in this years’ Measure D approved Five-
Year Program of Projects to fund this work; therefore, there are no new 
fiscal impacts associated with the proposed contract to maintain vegetation 
along the Santa Cruz Branch Line.     
 
SUMMARY 
 
Staff solicited bids from qualified contractors to remove vegetation from the 
Capitola Trestle through the RTC’s informal bidding process. Two bids were 
received. Staff recommends entering into a contract with Julian Tree Care 
for the needed vegetation removal at the Capitola Trestle.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT 
CONSTRUCTION BY INFORMAL BIDDING 

This contract for independent contractor services (the 
“Contract”) is entered into on __________________, by and between 
the SANTA CRUZ COUNTY REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION 
COMMISSION, hereinafter called COMMISSION, and JULIAN TREE 
CARE, INC., hereinafter called CONTRACTOR. The parties agree as 
follows: 

1. SERVICES.  In accordance with the terms and conditions set
forth in this Contract, CONTRACTOR agrees to perform all services
described in the Scope of Services, attached as Exhibit A, which is
incorporated herein for the benefit of the COMMISSION (hereinafter
“the project”).  In the event of a conflict in or inconsistency between
the terms of this Contract and Exhibit A, this Contract shall prevail.

2. COMPENSATION.  The COMMISSION agrees to pay
CONTRACTOR an amount not to exceed $28,500.00 for the removal of
vegetation as outlined in Scope of Services (Exhibit A) after receipt
and contract manager approval of invoices, according to Exhibit B
Bidder’s Cost Proposal, upon the satisfactory completion of projects
and compliance with all requirements as directed by the Commission
contract manager.

A. Invoices.  CONTRACTOR shall submit invoices once a
month, based on the cost for services performed and reimbursable 
costs incurred prior to the invoice date.  CONTRACTOR shall have 
ninety (90) days after the completion of work to invoice COMMISSION 
for all amounts due and outstanding as governed by this Contract.  In 
the event CONTRACTOR fails to invoice COMMISSION for all amounts 
due within such ninety (90) day period, CONTRACTOR shall waive its 
right to collect payment from COMMISSION. 

B. Payment.  COMMISSION shall make monthly payments,
based on invoices received, for services satisfactorily performed, and 
for authorized reimbursable costs incurred. 

C. Reimbursable Expenses.  Transportation and
subsistence expenses claimed for reimbursement shall not exceed the

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rates authorized to be paid rank and file STATE employees under 
current State Department of Personnel Administration (DPA) rules. 
 
 D. Payment of Taxes.  CONTRACTOR is solely responsible 
for the payment of employment taxes incurred under this Contract and 
any similar federal or state taxes. 
 
 E. Retention.  If this Contract is for the creation, 
construction, alteration, repair or improvement of any public structure, 
building, road or other improvement of any kind and the total 
compensation payable under this Contract will exceed $5,000 (five 
thousand dollars), five percent (5%) retention shall be withheld from 
progress payments and released as provided by Public Contract Code 
sections 9203 and 7107. 
 
3. TERM.  The term of this Contract shall be through December 31, 
2022.   
 
4. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE OR CONVENIENCE.  
COMMISSION may terminate this Contract at any time by giving thirty 
(30) days’ written notice to the CONTRACTOR.  CONTRACTOR may 
terminate this Contract for cause, after providing COMMISSION thirty 
(30) days’ written notice and opportunity to cure, specifying in detail 
the cause for termination. 
 
5. INDEMNIFICATION FOR DAMAGES, TAXES AND 
CONTRIBUTIONS.  To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, 
CONTRACTOR shall exonerate, indemnify, defend, and hold harmless 
COMMISSION (which for the purpose of paragraphs 5 and 6 shall 
include, without limitation, its officers, agents, employees and 
volunteers) from and against: 
 
 A. Any and all claims, demands, losses, damages, defense 
costs, or liability of any kind or nature which COMMISSION may 
sustain or incur or which may be imposed upon it as a result of, arising 
out of, or in any manner connected with the CONTRACTOR’S 
performance under the terms of this Contract, excepting any liability 
arising out of the sole negligence of the COMMISSION.  Such 
indemnification includes any damage to the person(s), or property(ies) 
of CONTRACTOR and third persons.  Such obligations to defend, hold 
harmless and indemnify the COMMISSION shall not apply to the extent 
that such Liabilities are caused by the sole negligence, active 
negligence, or willful misconduct of the COMMISSION. 
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B. Any and all Federal, State and Local taxes, charges, fees, 
or contributions required to be paid with respect to CONTRACTOR and 
CONTRACTOR’S officers, employees and agents engaged in the 
performance of this Contract (including, without limitation, 
unemployment insurance, social security and payroll tax withholding).  
COMMISSION shall provide timely notice to CONTRACTOR of third-
party claims relating to this Contract, as required by applicable law. 
 
CONTRACTOR acknowledges that 31 U.S.C. Chap. 38 (Administrative 
Remedies for False Claims and Statements) applies to CONTRACTOR’S 
actions pertaining to this contract. 
 
6.  INSURANCE.  CONTRACTOR, at its sole cost and expense, for 
the full term of this Contract (and any extensions thereof), shall obtain 
and maintain, at minimum, compliance with all of the following 
insurance coverage(s) and requirements.  Such insurance coverage 
shall be primary coverage as respects COMMISSION and any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by COMMISSION shall be considered in 
excess of CONTRACTOR’S insurance coverage and shall not contribute 
to it.  If CONTRACTOR normally carries insurance in an amount greater 
than the minimum amount required by the COMMISSION for this 
Contract, that greater amount shall become the minimum required 
amount of insurance for purposes of this Contract.

   (5) CONTRACTOR hereby grants to COMMISSION a 
waiver of any right of subrogation which any insurer of said 
CONTRACTOR may acquire against the COMMISSION by virtue of the 
payment of any loss under such insurance.  CONTRACTOR agrees to 
obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of 
subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the 
COMMISSION has received a waiver of subrogation endorsement from 
the insurer. 
 

(6)  Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions.

CONTRACTOR is responsible for all insurance (workers compensation, 
unemployment, etc.) and all payroll related taxes.  CONTRACTOR is 
not entitled to any employee benefits.  COMMISSION agrees that 
CONTRACTOR shall have the right to control the manner and means of 
accomplishing the result contracted for herein. 
  
 PRINCIPAL TEST:    The CONTRACTOR rather than COMMISSION 
has the right to control the manner and means of accomplishing the 
result contracted for. 
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 SECONDARY FACTORS:    (a) The extent of control which, by 
agreement, COMMISSION may exercise over the details of the work is 
slight rather than substantial; (b) CONTRACTOR is engaged in a 
distinct occupation or business; (c) In the locality, the work to be done 
by CONTRACTOR is usually done by a specialist without supervision, 
rather than under the direction of an employer; (d) The skill required 
in the particular occupation is substantial rather than slight; (e) The 
CONTRACTOR rather than the COMMISSION supplies the 
instrumentalities, tools and work place; (f) The length of time for 
which CONTRACTOR is engaged is of limited duration rather than 
indefinite; (g) The method of payment of CONTRACTOR is by the job 
rather than by the time; (h) The work is part of a special or permissive 
activity, program, or project, rather than part of the regular business 
of COMMISSION; (i) CONTRACTOR and COMMISSION believe they are 
creating an independent contractor relationship rather than an 
employer-employee relationship; and (j) The COMMISSION conducts 
public business. 
 
 It is recognized that it is not necessary that all secondary factors 
support creation of an independent contractor relationship, but rather 
that overall there are significant secondary factors that indicate that 
CONTRACTOR is an independent contractor. 
 
 By their signatures on this Contract, each of the undersigned 
certifies that it is his or her considered judgment that the 
CONTRACTOR engaged under this Contract is in fact an independent 
contractor. 
 
9. SUBCONTRACTING.  CONTRACTOR shall not subcontract any 
portion of the performance contemplated and provided for herein 
without prior written approval of the COMMISSION.  Where written 
approval is granted by the COMMISSION, CONTRACTOR shall 
supervise all work subcontracted by CONTRACTOR in performing the 
Services; shall be responsible for all work performed by a 
subcontractor as if CONTRACTOR itself had performed such work; the 
subcontracting of any work to subcontractors shall not relieve 
CONTRACTOR from any of its obligations under this Contract with 
respect to the Services; and CONTRACTOR is obligated to ensure that 
any and all subcontractors performing any Services shall be fully 
insured in all respects and to the same extent as set forth under 
Section 6, to COMMISSION’s satisfaction. 
 
10. RIGHT OF ENTRY AGREEMENT.  CONTRACTOR shall obtain a 
right of entry agreement with St. Paul & Pacific Railway (SPPR) in 
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which 30-45 days are needed for SPPR to process this request. SPPR 
guidelines for obtaining a right of entry agreement are included as 
Exhibit C. 
 
11. SAFETY TRAINING.  CONTRACTOR agrees to abide by all 
safety laws, regulations and requirements associated with working on 
and in the vicinity of a railroad track, and all conditions of entry that 
may be required by St. Paul & Pacific Railway to avoid interference 
with its rights, including but not limited to all terms and conditions set 
forth in the attached Exhibit C, incorporated herein. CONTRACTOR, 
subcontractors, and/or authorized agents shall be required to complete 
the railroad safety training prior to commencing work within the right 
of way. 
 
12. NONASSIGNMENT.  CONTRACTOR shall not assign the Contract 
without the prior written consent of the COMMISSION. 
 
13. ACKNOWLEDGMENT.  CONTRACTOR shall acknowledge in all 
reports and literature that the Santa Cruz County Regional 
Transportation Commission has provided funding to the CONTRACTOR. 
 
14. RETENTION AND AUDIT OF RECORDS.  CONTRACTOR shall 
retain records pertinent to this Contract for a period of not less than 
five (5) years after final payment under this Contract or until a final 
audit report is accepted by COMMISSION, whichever occurs first.  
CONTRACTOR hereby agrees to be subject to the examination and 
audit by the Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Commission, 
the Auditor General of the State of California, or the designee of either 
for a period of five (5) years after final payment under this Contract. 
 
All reports, data, maps, models, charts, studies, surveys, photographs, 
memoranda, plans, studies, specifications, records, files, or any other 
documents or materials, in electronic or any other form, that 
CONTRACTOR prepares or obtains in accordance with this Agreement 
and that relate to the matters covered under the terms of this Contract 
shall be the property of the COMMISSION. 
 
During the term of this Agreement, either party (the “Disclosing 
Party”) may disclose confidential, proprietary or trade secret 
information (the “Information”), to the other party (the “Receiving 
Party”).  The Receiving Party shall hold the Disclosing Party’s 
Information in confidence and shall take all reasonable steps to 
prevent any unauthorized possession, use, copying, transfer or 
disclosure of such Information.  CONTRACTOR understands that 
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COMMISSION is a public agency and is subject to the laws that may 
compel it to disclose information about CONTRACTOR’S business. 
 
15. PRESENTATION OF CLAIMS.  Presentation and processing of 
any or all claims arising out of or related to this Contract shall be made 
in accordance with the provisions contained in Chapter 1.05 of the 
Santa Cruz County Code, which by this reference is incorporated 
herein.  
 
16.  ATTORNEY’S FEE.  If a Party to this Contract brings any action, 
including an action for declaratory relief, to enforce or interpret the 
provision of this Contract, the prevailing Party shall be entitled to 
reasonable attorneys’ fees in addition to any other relief to which that 
Party may be entitled.  The court may set such fees in the same action 
or in a separate action brought for that purpose. 
 
17. VENUE.  In the event that either Party brings any action against 
the other under this Contract, the Parties agree that trial of such 
action shall be vested exclusively in the state courts of California in the 
County of Santa Cruz or in the United States District Court for the 
Northern District of California.

19. PREVAILING WAGE.  This contract is subject to the Prevailing 
Wage provisions and provisions relating to certified payroll records and 
apprenticeship of the Labor Code of California and Department of 
Industrial Relations regulations. There shall be paid to each worker of 
the CONTRACTOR, or any of his subcontractors engaged in work on 
the project, not less than the prevailing wage rate regardless of any 
contractual relationship that may be alleged to exist between 
CONTRACTOR or subcontractor of such worker. Holiday and overtime 
work, when permitted by law, shall be paid at a rate of at least one 
and one-half (1 ½) times the above specified rate of per diem wages, 
unless otherwise specified.  Non-compliance during the term of the 
contract will be considered a material breach and may result in 
termination of the Agreement or pursuit of other legal or 
administrative remedies.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, 
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CONTRACTOR shall indemnify and hold COMMISSION harmless against 
any claims, or demands, or liability arising from failure to comply with 
all applicable requirements under the Prevailing Wage and related 
requirements. 
 
20. LICENSE, REGISTRATION, AND CSLB NOTICE.  
CONTRACTOR shall maintain all required licenses throughout the term 
of this Contract.  CONTRACTOR shall be registered with the 
Department of Industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code section 
1725.5.  NOTICE:  CONTRACTOR IS required by law to be licensed 
and regulated by CONTRACTOR’S State License Board which has 
jurisdiction to investigate complaints against contractors if a complaint 
regarding a patent act or omission is filed within four years of the date 
of the alleged violation.  A complaint regarding a latent act or omission 
pertaining to structural defects must be filed within 10 years of the 
date of the alleged violation.  Any questions concerning a contractor 
may be referred to the Registrar, Contractors’ State License Board, 
P.O. Box 26000, Sacramento, California 95826.   
 
21. WARRANTY.  In addition to any and all warranties provided or 
implied by law or public policy, CONTRACTOR warrants that all 
Services (including but not limited to all equipment and materials 
supplied in connection therewith) shall be free from defects in design 
and workmanship, and that CONTRACTOR shall perform all Services in 
accordance with all applicable engineering, construction and other 
codes and standards, and with the degree of high professional skill 
normally exercised by or expected from recognized professional firms 
engaged in the practice of supplying services of a nature similar to the 
Services in question.  CONTRACTOR further warrants that, in addition 
to furnishing all tools, equipment and supplies customarily required for 
performance of work, CONTRACTOR shall furnish personnel with the 
training, experience and physical ability, as well as adequate 
supervision, required to perform the Services in accordance with the 
preceding standards and the other requirements of this Contract.  In 
addition to all other rights and remedies which COMMISSION may 
have, COMMISSION shall have the right to require, and CONTRACTOR 
shall be obligated at its own expense to perform, all further services 
which may be required to correct any deficiencies which result from 
Contractor’s failure to perform any Services in accordance with the 
standards required by this Contract.  Moreover, if, during the term of 
this Contract (or during the one (1) year period following the term 
hereof), any equipment, goods or other materials or Services used or 
provided by CONTRACTOR under this Contract fail due to defects in 
material and/or workmanship or other breach of this Contract, 
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CONTRACTOR shall, upon any reasonable notice from COMMISSION, 
replace or repair the same to COMMISSION's satisfaction.  Unless 
otherwise expressly permitted, all materials and supplies to be used by 
CONTRACTOR in the performance of the Services shall be new and 
best of kind.  Contractor hereby assigns to City all additional 
warranties, extended warranties, or benefits like warranties, such as 
insurance, provided by or reasonably obtainable from suppliers of 
equipment and material used in the Services.  
 
22.  INTEGRATION; INCORPORATION.  This Contract, including 
all the exhibits attached hereto, represents the entire and integrated 
agreement between COMMISSION and CONTRACTOR and supersedes 
all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written or 
oral.  All exhibits attached hereto are incorporated by reference herein. 
 
23. SEVERABILITY.  If a court of competent jurisdiction finds or 
rules that any provision of this Contract is invalid, void, or 
unenforceable, the provisions of this Contract not so adjudged shall 
remain in full force and effect.   
 
24.  MISCELLANEOUS.    This written Contract, along with any 
attachments, is the full and complete integration of the parties’ 
agreement forming the basis for this Contract.  The parties agree that 
this written Contract supersedes any previous written or oral 
agreements between the parties, and any modifications to this 
Contract must be made in a written document signed by all parties.  
The unenforceability, invalidity or illegality of any provision(s) of this 
Contract shall not render the other provisions unenforceable, invalid or 
illegal.  Waiver by any part of any portion of this Contract shall not 
constitute a waiver of any other portion thereof.  Any arbitration, 
mediation, or litigation arising out of this Contract shall occur only in 
the County of Santa Cruz, notwithstanding the fact that one of the 
contracting parties may reside outside of the County of Santa Cruz. 
This Contract shall be governed by, and interpreted in accordance 
with, California law. 
 
25. COUNTERPARTS.  This Agreement may be executed in multiple 
counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which 
together shall constitute one agreement.

RECOMMENDATION 
 
RTC staff recommends that the Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) adopt 
the attached resolution authorizing the RTC to serve as the Local Access Fund 
Administrator for the Transportation Network Companies (TNC) Access for All 
Program to improve the accessibility of transportation for persons with disabilities in 
Santa Cruz County and authorizing the Executive Director to enter into the 
necessary documents with the California Public Utilities Commission. 
  
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The California Public Utilities Commission created the TNC Access for All Program to 
implement Senate Bill (SB) 1376 (Hill: 2018) which directed the Commission to 
establish a program relating to accessibility for persons with disabilities, including 
wheelchair users who need a wheelchair accessible vehicle (WAV). 
 
The California Public Utilities Commission made Decision 19-06-033 which requires 
transportation network companies (such as Uber and Lyft) to collect an “access fee” 
in the amount of $0.10 from each completed TNC trip, and defined geographic 
areas as individual counties for the purpose of fee collection and redistribution to 
“access providers” that establish on-demand transportation programs to meet the 
needs of persons with disabilities.  
 
In Decision 20-03-007, the California Public Utilities Commission authorized Local 
Access Fund Administrators (LAFAs) to develop WAV programs locally, using Access 
Fund moneys collected by the Commission, and tasked the Consumer Protection 
and Enforcement Division to develop program rules for the selection of LAFAs, 
disbursement of funds, and compliance with data reporting. 
 
DISCUSSION  
 
Access Fund Administrators are to assist the CPUC’s Consumer Protection and 
Enforcement Division (CPED) by administering the local wheelchair accessible 
vehicle (WAV) program, and by contracting with and obligating available funds to 
eligible Access Providers. Access Providers are organizations or entities that directly 
provide, or contract with a separate organization or entity to provide, on-demand 
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transportation to meet the needs of persons with disabilities, including individuals 
who need access to a WAV. 
 
Decision 20-03-007 limits the entities that may serve as AFAs to metropolitan 
planning organizations (MPOs), regional transportation planning agencies (RTPAs), 
and county transportation commissions (CTCs). For multi-county MPOs like AMBAG, 
MTC, SACOG, and SCAG, the individual RTPA or local CTC with jurisdiction over 
each member county shall be eligible to apply as a AFA for that geographic area if 
the MPO declines to apply. AMBAG notified RTC staff that they have declined to 
apply to be an AFA for our region. The RTC is the only entity that can assume the 
role of Access Fund Administrator in Santa Cruz County. If the RTC chose not to 
assume this role, the State would create a program on the RTC’s behalf. This would 
likely lead to a program that does not meet the specific needs of our community as 
they would create one program for all geographic regions that choose not to take 
on the role of Access Fund Administrator. Ensuring accessible on demand WAV ride 
share services is also listed as a high need on the 2022 Final Unmet Transit and 
Paratransit needs list approved at the May 2022 RTC meeting.  
 
Upon approval to serve as the Access Fund Administrator, the RTC would develop a 
program in compliance with the guidelines set out by the CPUC and with 
consultation from the Elderly and Disabled Transportation Advisory Committee 
(E&D TAC). It is anticipated that the approved Local Access Fund Administrators 
would be notified in July 2022 and the first fund distribution would occur in 
September 2022. 
 
Approved AFAs will be required to establish a process for Access Provider 
solicitation; select, contract with and obligate available funds to eligible Access 
Providers by July 1, 2023, as outlined in the Program Requirements (Attachment 
1); and begin obligating Access Fund moneys to selected Access Providers by July 1 
of the following year on an annual basis. AFAs shall continue to obligate Access 
Fund moneys to selected Access Providers annually until all Access Funds have 
been liquidated. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
The current available funds for Funding Year 22-23 (Attachment 2) is $134,239 
which includes a carryover of Funding Year 21–22 funds in the amount of $96,717. 
Of the amount allocated, up to 15% can be used for administration of the program. 
These funds are subject to change each funding year depending on the number of 
TNC rides taken in Santa Cruz County.  
 
Serving as a TNC Access for All AFA will add work to the RTC and impact RTC 
resources.  The 15% of funds available for administration is designed to address 
that impact.  However, depending on the funds that are generated, that 15% may 
not always cover the impact of RTC resources. The RTC has other funds which can 
be used to cover any fiscal impacts not covered by the 15% allowance.  RTC staff 
would include the needed resources for the program as part of the RTC’s annual 
budget and would identify when the program funds are insufficient to cover the cost 
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of administering the program. The FY 2022-23 Budget Amendment includes the 
budget for this program.  

SUMMARY 

Staff recommends that the RTC approve serving as the Access Fund Administrator 
for the TNC Access for All Program in Santa Cruz County to meet the unmet need to 
provide on-demand transportation service for persons with disabilities, including 
persons who need a wheelchair-accessible vehicle.

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PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
Authority and Purpose  
The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC or Commission) created the transportation 
network company (TNC) Access for All Program to implement Senate Bill (SB) 1376 (Hill: 2018), 
which directed the Commission to establish a program relating to the accessibility of TNC 
services for persons with disabilities, including wheelchair users who need a wheelchair-
accessible vehicle (WAV).1  

The purpose of the TNC Access for All Program is to incentivize the expansion and availability of 
on-demand transportation service for people with disabilities statewide. This document is the 
Access for All Program Overview & Requirements (“Program Requirements”) for Access Fund 
Administrators (AFAs). Consistent with D.21-03-005, the term AFA is used to generally refer to 
both the Local Access Fund Administrators (LAFAs) and the Statewide Access Fund 
Administrator (SAFA) unless noted otherwise. This document specifies the Commission’s 
procedures for selecting LAFAs; the operational, fiscal, and reporting requirements for entities 
serving as an AFA; and the requirements for Access Providers chosen to provide on-demand 
transportation to meet the needs of persons with disabilities.  

History and Structure 
In early 2019, the Commission opened order instituting rulemaking (OIR) R.19-02-012 to 
address the issues related to the implementation of SB 1376. The rulemaking is currently 
divided into four tracks: 

¶ Track 1 (D.19-06-033) – set the Access Fee amount of $0.10 to be collected from each 
completed TNC trip and defined geographic areas as individual counties for the 
purpose of fee collection and redistribution (58 in total).  

¶ Track 2 (D.20-03-007) – established the offset and exemption requirements and 
process; response time standards and other criteria for TNCs; and defined and 
identified eligible entities to serve as Local Access Fund Administrators (LAFAs).    

¶ Track 3 (D.21-03-005) – defined “on-demand” as it relates to WAVs; adjusted metrics 
for TNCs’ offset eligibility; set requirements for Access Providers and local and 
statewide AFAs; and addressed other accessibility issues.   

¶ Track 4 (D.21-11-004) – refined requirements for TNCs to be eligible for Offsets and 
Exemptions; modified eligibility requirements for Access Providers; clarified eligible 
WAV expenses must exclude WAV fare revenues received by TNCs; identified 
additional accessibility issues to be addressed in this proceeding; defined “Community 
WAV demand” for Annual Benchmarks Report; and modified CPED’s reporting 
schedule. .

RECOMMENDATIONS 

 
The Bicycle Advisory Committee and staff recommend that the Regional 
Transportation Commission: 
 
1. Review the attached proposed FY 2022-23 work plan and budget for Ecology 

Action’s Bike to Work (BTW) Program; and 
 

2. Adopt the attached resolution (Attachment 1) approving the claim for FY 2022-
23 TDA Article 8 funds for the BTW program. 

 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The RTC has played a supporting role in Bike to Work (BTW) for its entire 30-year 
history. Bike to Work’s goals of increasing levels of cycling in Santa Cruz County are 
consistent with the RTC’s Regional Transportation Plan. The project provides bicycle 
transportation promotion and education throughout the County on an ongoing 
basis. BTW has grown steadily in participation and organization over the years and 
in 2003, the RTC committed to providing on-going funding at a level of $40,000 per 
year. In 2012, the RTC increased the ongoing commitment to $50,000 annually and 
in 2017 that commitment was increased to $60,000 annually. 
 
In April 2022, the Regional Transportation Commission approved its FY 2022-23 
budget which included TDA Article 8 funding for the BTW program in the amount of 
$72,000. Through the TDA claim process, the RTC has the opportunity to review 
project budgets and work plans and to provide input or set conditions or 
requirements on funding. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
Ecology Action submitted TDA funding request for the Bike to Work Program for 
Bicycle Advisory Committee review and RTC consideration. The Bicycle Advisory 
Committee reviewed the claim at its April 2022 meeting and recommended 
approval. Because the RTC provides a substantial portion of the operational funding 
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for the program, the annual budget and work program for the program is forwarded 
to the RTC for information, input and approval.  
 
Ecology Action submitted a funding request, FY 2022-23 TDA claim, work plan, and 
budget for its Bike to Work program (Exhibits 1 through 5 of Attachment 1) for RTC 
review and consideration. Ecology Action is requesting $72,000 in FY 2022-23 TDA 
funds to support the Bike to Work/School efforts. The request is consistent with the 
commitment that the RTC made in 2022 to provide $72,000 annually for this 
program. In the next fiscal year Ecology Action will continue to hold many in-person 
Bike to Work/School events in October and May, continue its countywide interactive 
Bike Challenge program, and continue its increased online outreach, education, and 
newsletters.  Exhibits 1 through 5 of Attachment 1 provide the FY 2022-23 claim 
form, scope of work and budget detailing the services Bike to Work proposes to 
provide during the coming fiscal year. Exhibit 2 of Attachment 2 provides a 2021 
Program Summary containing a description of services provided by BTW during the 
previous calendar year. Due to COVID-19, some work in 2021 used carry-over 
funds that were not used in 2020. Ecology Action staff will be at the meeting to 
respond to any questions or comments regarding the Bike to Work program. 
 
The Bicycle Advisory Committee reviewed the Bike to Work program’s work plan 
and budget at its April 2022 meeting. The Bicycle Advisory Committee and 
staff recommend adoption of the attached resolution (Attachment 1) 
approving the TDA claim for the Bike to Work program at the amount 
requested.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
 
The RTC FY 2022-23 budget includes TDA Article 8 funding for the BTW program in 
the amount of $72,000, which is consistent with the submitted claim.  Therefore, 
there are no additional fiscal impacts. 
 
SUMMARY 
 
The Bicycle Advisory Committee and staff recommend that the Regional 
Transportation Commission review and approve a TDA Article 8 funding request for 
Ecology Action’s Bike to Work program in the amount of $72,000, respectively. 
Attached are FY 2022-23 claim, budget, work program, and allocation request from 
Ecology Action for review and consideration.

Our FY 22/23 programs looks to sustain the bike boom with a range of encouragement, education and support initiative both
online and in-person (following public health guidelines).

We continue using a mix of online platforms and in person activities to enhance our behavior change message and resources 
to meet the ever-changing needs of our community. Engagement with the online Love to Ride platform that powers the new 
Santa Cruz County Bike Challenge illustrates the positive impact and functionality of virtual channels. The COVID 19 crisis 
accelerates the need to deliver more online bike transportation messaging and virtual behavior change programs. Given 
these factors Ecology Action proposes these main components to our Bike to Work program: 
1) Fall Bike Transportation Campaign for work, school (Bike to School) & health.
2) Spring Bike Transportation Campaign for work, school (Bike to School) & health.
3) Fall and Spring Bike Challenge via Love to Ride (September & May).
4) Fall and Spring Bike Month, which features fun, inclusive, positive, and educational bicycle activities
4) Ongoing support targeting novice or infrequent bike commuters via online communications including original digital,
electronic newsletters, social media and website/blog updates
5) In addition to tips and content to support new and intermediate riders, we’ll also include regular updates on bike
infrastructure projects that will have a positive impact on local commuters (i.e. Rail Trail, Chanticleer Bike/Ped bridge, etc)

Justification for the project. (Why is this project needed? Primary goal/purpose of the project; problem to be addressed; 
project benefits; importance to the community).  

Ecology Action’s BTW/S program provides incentives and tools for local commuters to bicycle for transportation 
therefore reducing their single-occupancy vehicle trips. BTW/S provides a variety of resources and services to support 
commuters in switching to bicycle transportation and to bike commute more often. One of the primary objectives of 
BTW/S is to normalize bicycling as a mode of transportation and provide residents with a variety of opportunities 
throughout the year to experience how bicycling is possible for many different types of trips they would otherwise take 
by car. BTW/S includes a multi-pronged promotional and outreach approach that reaches community members 
throughout Santa Cruz County. The benefits associated with BTW/S including reduction of traffic congestion, reduction 
of air, water, and noise pollution, reduction of greenhouse gasses, as well as the promotion of a healthy means of active 
transportation that helps combat obesity. BTW/S therefore provides a means for addressing some of the more pressing 
issues that Santa Cruz County is facing including worsening traffic congestion, growing childhood obesity rates, and 
climate change. BTW/S is an effective approach to building a more sustainable community.     
 
Biking also offers a low cost means for shorter trips, therefore buffering everyone from rising gas prices, and with local, 
regional and soon to come state ebike rebates, ebikes are more affordable. And ebikes extend the travel range of riders 
with less effort therefore making cycling more attractive to a greater number of locals.

a. Measures of performance, success or completion to be used to evaluate project/program (ex. increase use of 
facility/service, decrease collisions, etc.): 

To measure the success of the Bike to Work/School program, Ecology Action (EA) tracks the following data using 
participant surveys: the number of program participants, the participant’s bike commute mileage, the number of 
beginning and infrequent bike commuters, the number of first time participants, and the number of participants who 
usually drive alone to work. EA also tracks the number of K-12 school students who bike and walk to school and at a 
growing number of schools we survey pre-program biking and walking rates.

Ecology Action continues adapt to the covid public health restrictions by offering online program tools and
resources for program participants as we get back to more in person activities. During a time when many sustainable
transportation program efforts struggled to maintain participation and engagement Ecology Action effectively
engaged more residents, businesses and organizations. We brought back the popular Fall Bike/Walk to School Day
activity with over 2,000 school youth participating throughout the county.

We successfully continued to engage participants with updated online channels as we navigated the challenges 
brought on by the pandemic. We developed more interactive and attention grabbing content and formats as Zoom 
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TDA Claim 
 

webinars become the norm for program delivery. While this didn’t necessarily reduce program cost it did allow us 
to deliver relevant programing that supported locals during the pandemic.  
 
EA helps to reduce operating costs by investing in our volunteer program. EA continues to develop and foster our 
volunteer base through consistent volunteer retention with engagement events, regular communications, and 
recruitment of new volunteers. In addition, EA continues to solicit a wide array of product donations, both financial 
and in-kind. Local businesses, public agencies, and individuals provide a high level of skilled volunteer labor to 
assure the smooth running of the program. EA has built on its 30 years of success to generate non-TDA cash 
donations from local businesses, individuals and public agencies. Last year the program raised over $30,000 in cash 
donations and $20,000 in in-kind services and product donations to match the TDA funds. These cash donations 
are from non-transportation funding sources. EA also actively seeks other funding sources such as federal and state 
Safe Routes to School, local foundations, and applicable funders.

As Santa Cruz County transitions to a less restrictive covid existence we are looking to sustain the incredible bike boom 
that saw a wide variety of people biking for a variety purposes. Biking tilted upwards as it is a covid-safe form of 
transportation, exercise, escape from the monotony of SIP, a heathy family activity and way to de-stress. Bike shops 
were busier than ever - they were labeled essential business -- as demand overwhelmed supply, there was a 109% 
increase in local sporting good sales revenue from fall 2019 to fall 2020, neighborhood streets and dirt trails were 
crowded with a variety of riders. Other forms of sustainable transportation didn’t do as well.  
 
For the upcoming fiscal year, EA will engage more people by hosting in person activities while growing an robust 
and active online community through the Love to Ride platform. We are all starved for positive, safe and fun 
personal interaction, something biking has always offered. EA will provide inviting and inclusive venues for these 
type of gatherings that build community which in turn fosters sustained bike riding. People feel that they are part 
of something bigger. 
 
EA will focus on business engagement by expanding our Bike Month Challenge where employees will be 
encouraged to participate in two monthly Bike Challenges using apps to track their bike commuter trips and miles. 
Prizes and gamification will be used to catalyze participation from new bike commuters and get those biking already 
to ride more often for bike transportation.   
 
EA will continue to focus on expanding this program within the schools and leveraging our existing volunteer and 
administrator contacts at school sites to increase ridership among students while keeping staff time low.  
 
EA will continue to foster ridership with year-round communication on our social media platforms and electronic 
newsletters as well as collaborative work and/or events with community partners, agencies, and organizations.

Public outreach has occurred throughout the development of the plan to get input 
on the 2045 RTP. RTC staff sought input from the Regional Transportation 
Commission (RTC) and RTC committees, project sponsors, partner agencies, 
resource agencies, and the public at numerous key milestones in the form of 
surveys, email notices, and public meetings. 
 
RTC staff recommends that the RTC adopt the 2045 Santa Cruz County 
Regional Transportation Plan (Attachment 3). 
 
Next Steps 
Following Commission action, staff will distribute the adopted 2045 RTP to the 
state, partner agencies, commissioners, and major libraries. If the project is 
approved by the RTC, a Notice of Determination for the 2045 Regional 
Transportation Plan will be filed with the Santa Cruz County Clerk within five days 
of approval and posted for 30 days. The Final 2045 RTP will be posted on the 
SCCRTC 2045 RTP webpage (https://sccrtc.org/funding-planning/long-range-
plans/2045-regional-transportation-plan/). The Final EIR will be posted on AMBAG’s 
website and linked from the SCCRTC 2045 RTP webpage. 
 
SUMMARY 
 
The RTC has prepared the 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Plan 
which identifies long-range funding and transportation needs and priorities for the 
region. RTC staff recommends that the RTC consider the Final EIR and adopt a 
CEQA Findings, a Statement of Overriding Considerations, and Mitigation and 
Monitoring and Reporting Program related to the Environmental Impact Report 
certified by AMBAG on June 15, 2022 (Attachment 2). Staff recommends that the 
RTC approve the resolution adopting the 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional

AQ-2(a) Application of MBARD Feasible Mitigation Measures. For all projects, the 
implementing agency shall incorporate the most recent MBARD feasible 
mitigation measures and/or technologies for reducing inhalable particles 
based on analysis of individual sites and project circumstances. Current 
MBARD feasible mitigation measures include the following measures. 
Additional and/or modified measures may be adopted by MBARD prior to 
implementation of individual projects under the 2045 MTP/SCS.

Á Cover inactive storage piles.
Á Install wheel washers at the entrance to construction sites for all exiting

trucks.
Á Pave all roads on construction sites.
Á Sweep streets if visible soil material is carried out from the construction

site.
Á Limit the area under construction at any one time.
Á Post a publicly visible sign which specifies the telephone number and person

to contact regarding dust complaints. This person shall respond to
complaints and take corrective action within 48 hours. The phone number
of the Monterey Bay Air Resources District shall be visible to ensure
compliance with Rule 402 (Nuisance).

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that these mitigation
measures are partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt them. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that these mitigation measures are partially within the
responsibility and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use
projects, cities and counties, which can and should adopt them. Implementation of
Measures AQ-2(a) through AQ-2(c) would reduce short-term construction emissions
from individual projects and thus reduce the severity of impacts by requiring best
practices for dust and exhaust emissions via readily available, lower-emitting diesel
equipment, and/or equipment powered by alternative cleaner fuels (e.g., propane) or
electricity, as well as on-road trucks using particulate exhaust filters. To the extent that
an implementing agency requires an individual project to implement all feasible
mitigation measures described above, individual project impacts may be reduced to a
less than significant level. However, these mitigation measure may not be feasible or
effective for all projects. Therefore, this impact would remain significant and
unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other mitigation measures or
alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less than significant levels. The
AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, social, technological, or
other considerations, including provision of employment opportunities for highly trained
workers, make certain mitigation measures or alternatives identified in the EIR
infeasible.  Since no feasible mitigation measures or project alternatives have been found
to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, this impact remains significant and
unavoidable.

2. Impact AQ-3. Proposed transportation improvements and land use projects envisioned by
the 2045 MTP/SCS would result in a cumulatively considerable net increase of PM10. Long-
term operational impacts related to PM10 emissions would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – AMBAG, in partnership with MBARD and implementing agencies, shall
implement Mitigation Measure AQ-3(a) to reduce PM10 emissions. For land use projects
under their jurisdiction, the cities and counties in the AMBAG region can and should
implement Mitigation Measure AQ-3(b) to reduce PM10 emissions, where relevant to
land use projects implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS. Project specific environmental
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documents may adjust these mitigation measures as necessary to respond to site specific 
conditions. 

  
AQ-3(a) PM10 Emissions Reduction. To help reduce regional PM10 emissions, AMBAG 

and the RTPAs, in partnership with MBARD and implementing agencies, shall:
Á Support the use of existing air quality and transportation funds and seek

additional funds to continue the implementation of the CARB Carl Moyer
Program, which is intended to retrofit and replace trucks and locomotives
to reduce particulate matter.

Á Incentivize the reduction of mobile PM emissions from mobile exhaust and
entrained PM sources such as tire wear, brake wear, and roadway dust
through funding.

Á Hold forums and workshops to encourage land use projects to incorporate
transportation demand management (TDM) strategies as part of the project
design to reduce the number of vehicular trips across the transportation
network. Potential strategies could include ridesharing, carpooling,
subsidized public transit, flexible work hours, and parking management
measures.

AQ-3(b)  Long-term Regional Operational Emissions. Implementing agencies including 
transportation project sponsors, counties, and cities shall, or can and should, 
implement long-term operational emissions reduction measures. Such 
reduction measures include the following:  
Á Require that all interior and exterior architectural coatings for all

developments utilize coatings following MBARD Rule 426, Architectural
Coatings.

Á Increase building envelope energy efficiency standards in excess of
applicable building standards and encourage new development to achieve
zero net energy use.

Á Locate sensitive receptors more than 1,000 feet of a major diesel rail service
or railyards. Where adequate buffer cannot be implemented, implement
the following:
□ Install air filtration (as part of mechanical ventilation systems or stand-

alone air cleaners) to reduce indoor pollution exposure for residents
and other sensitive populations in buildings that are close to
transportation network improvement projects.

□ Use air filtration devices rated MERV-13 or higher.
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Á Plant trees and/or vegetation suited to trapping roadway air pollution
and/or sound walls between sensitive receptors and the pollution source.
The vegetation buffer should be thick, with full coverage from the ground to
the top of the canopy. Install higher efficacy public street and exterior
lighting.

Á Use daylight as an integral part of lighting systems in buildings.
Á Use passive solar designs to take advantage of solar heating and natural

cooling.
Á Install light colored “cool” roofs, cool pavements.
Á Install solar and tankless hot water heaters.
Á Exclude wood-burning fireplaces and stoves.
Á Incorporate design measures and infrastructure that promotes safe and

efficient use of alternative modes of transportation (e.g., neighborhood
electric vehicles, bicycles) pedestrian access, and public transportation use.
Such measures may include incorporation of electric vehicle charging
stations, bike lanes, bicycle-friendly intersections, and bicycle parking and
storage facilities.

Á Incorporate design measures that promote ride sharing programs (e.g., by
designating a certain percentage of parking spaces for ride sharing vehicles,
designating adequate passenger loading and unloading and waiting areas
for ride sharing vehicles, and providing a web site or message board for
coordinating rides).

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as CEQA
responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of Directors
further finds that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility and
jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
counties, which can and should adopt it. If implementing agencies adopt and require the
mitigation described above, transportation related PM10 emission impacts would be
reduced because said measures encourage the use of cleaner vehicles and reduce vehicle
trips. However, since the implementation is not project or site specific, reductions
cannot be estimated and cannot be guaranteed on a project-by-project basis.
Additionally, it is unlikely that an increase in daily PM10 emissions above baseline
conditions could be fully avoided in 2045, due to factors unrelated to discretionary
approvals, such as population growth in the region. Therefore, this impact would remain
significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other
mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less
than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal,
social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible Since no feasible mitigation measures or
alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, this
impact remains significant and unavoidable.
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c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.3-31 through 4.3-36 of the Final EIR.

3. Impact AQ-4. Implementation of the 2045 MTP/SCS would expose sensitive receptors to
substantial pollutant concentrations. Impacts would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation –RTPAs shall, and other transportation project sponsor agencies can and
should, implement Mitigation Measure AQ-3(b) to reduce long-term regional operational
emissions. For land use projects under their jurisdiction, the cities and counties in the
AMBAG region can and should implement Mitigation Measure AQ-3(b) to reduce
pollutant emissions, where relevant to land use projects implementing the 2045
MTP/SCS. Project specific environmental documents may adjust these mitigation
measures as necessary to respond to site specific conditions.

AQ-3(b)  Long-term Regional Operational Emissions (see mitigation measure above).

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs, which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility
and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
counties, which can and should adopt it. Implementation of Measures AQ-3(b) would
reduce fugitive dust emissions from individual projects and thus reduce the severity of
impacts by requiring best practices for dust and emissions via watering, vegetative
covers, reducing travel speed, and covering exposed areas. To the extent that an
implementing agency requires an individual project to implement all feasible mitigation
measures described above, individual project impact would be reduced to a less than
significant level. However, these mitigation measure may not be feasible or effective for
all projects. Therefore, this impact would remain significant and unavoidable. The
AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other mitigation measures or alternatives are
feasible that would reduce this impact to less than significant levels. The AMBAG Board
of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, social, technological, or other
considerations, including provision of employment opportunities for highly trained
workers, make certain mitigation measures or alternatives identified in the EIR
infeasible. Since no feasible mitigation measures or project alternatives have been found
to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, this impact remains significant and
unavoidable.

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.3-37 and 4.3-38 of the Final EIR.

4. Impact AQ-5. Future growth and development facilitated by the 2045 MTP/SCS land use
scenario would expose sensitive receptors to substantial hazardous air pollutant
concentrations. Impacts would be significant and unavoidable.
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a. Mitigation  – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation measure is partially
within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as CEQA responsible
agencies will adopt it, and partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of
transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and counties, which can
and should adopt it. For transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG,
and SCCRTC shall implement, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and
should implement, the following mitigation measures developed for the 2045 MTP/SCS
program where applicable for transportation projects, and where feasible and necessary
based on project and site specific considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG
region can and should implement these measures, where relevant to land use projects
implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS. Project specific environmental documents may adjust
these mitigation measures as necessary to respond to site specific conditions.

AQ-5 Health Risk Reduction Measures. Transportation implementing agencies 
shall, or can and should, implement the following measures: 
Á Retain a qualified air quality consultant to prepare a health risk assessment

(HRA) in accordance with CARB and OEHHA requirements to determine the
exposure of nearby sensitive receptors to TAC concentrations.

Á If impacts result in increased risks to sensitive receptors above the MBARD
significance thresholds, then design features or control measures must be
included that will reduce the health risks at the location of the off-site
sensitive receptors to a level below the MBARD significance threshold. For
example, plant trees and/or vegetation suited to trapping TACs and/or
sound walls between sensitive receptors and the pollution source would be
recommended. This measure would trap TACs emitted from pollution
sources such as highways, reducing the amount of TACs to which residents
and other sensitive populations would be exposed.

Á AMBAG will partner with MBARD and other implementing agencies to
explore a program to retrofit existing residential buildings and other
sensitive land uses near freeways or roadways where health risk impacts
would exceed MBARD significance thresholds with air filtration devices
rated minimum efficiency report value (MERV) 13.

Á Implement air pollution reduction strategies as described in Table 1 from
the CARB Strategies to Reduce Air Pollution Exposure Near High-Volume
Roadways technical advisory (2017) when reasonable and feasible for
transportation system projects associated with the 2045 MTP/SCS.

In addition, consistent with the general guidance contained in CARB’s Air 
Quality and Land Use Handbook (April 2005) and Technical Advisory on 
Strategies to Reduce Air Pollution Exposure Near High-Volume Roadways (April 
2017). Appropriate measures shall include one or more of the following 
methods, as determined by a qualified professional, as applicable. The 
implementing agency shall incorporate health risk reduction measures based 
on analysis of individual land use sites and project circumstances. These 
measures may include: 
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Á Avoid siting new sensitive land uses within 500 feet of a freeway or railway.
Á Require development projects for new sensitive land uses to be designed to

minimize exposure to roadway-related pollutants to the maximum extent
feasible through inclusion of design components including air filtration and
physical barriers.

Á Do not locate sensitive receptors near the entry and exit points of a
distribution center.

Á Locate structures and outdoor living areas for sensitive uses as far as
possible from the source of emissions. As feasible, locate doors, outdoor
living areas and air intake vents primarily on the side of the building away
from the freeway or other pollution source. As feasible, incorporate dense,
tiered vegetation that regains foliage year-round and has a long-life span
between the pollution source and the project.

Á Maintain a 50-foot buffer from a typical gas dispensing facility (under 3.6
million gallons of gas per year).

Á Install, operate, and maintain in good working order a central heating and
ventilation (HV) system or other air take system in the building, or in each
individual residential unit, that meets or exceeds the efficiency standard of
the MERV 13. The HV system should include the following features:
Installation of a high efficiency filter and/or carbon filter-to-filter
particulates and other chemical matter from entering the building. Either
HEPA filters or ASHRAE 85 percent supply filters should be used. Ongoing
maintenance should occur.

Á Retain a qualified HV consultant or Home Energy Rating Systems (HERS)
rater during the design phase of the project to locate the HV system based
on exposure modeling from the mobile and/or stationary pollutant sources.

Á Maintain positive pressure within the building.
Á Achieve a performance standard of at least one air exchange per hour of

fresh outside filtered air.
Á Achieve a performance standard of at least four air exchanges per hour of

recirculation. Achieve a performance standard of 0.25 air exchanges per
hour of in unfiltered infiltration if the building is not positively pressurized.

Á Require project owners to provide a disclosure statement to occupants and
buyers summarizing technical studies that reflect health concerns about
exposure to highway exhaust emissions.

Á Implement feasible attenuation measures needed to reduce potential air
quality impacts to sensitive receptors such as air filtration systems.

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs, which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility
and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
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counties, which can and should adopt it. Although implementation of the above 
mitigation would reduce health risks, based on project-specific circumstances,  individual 
sensitive receptors may still be exposed to substantial hazardous air pollutant 
concentrations that would have significant health risk effects. Therefore, this impact 
remains significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other 
mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less 
than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, 
social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment 
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or 
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible.  Since no feasible mitigation measures or 
project alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, 
this impact remains significant and unavoidable. 

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.3-39 through 4.3-43 of the Final EIR.

D. BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES

1. Impact BIO-1. Implementation of transportation improvements and the land use scenario
envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would have substantial adverse impacts on special-status
plant and animal species, either directly or through habitat modifications. Impacts would be
significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – For transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG and
SCCRTC shall, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and should, implement
the following mitigation measures for applicable transportation projects identified in
Appendix B, and where feasible and necessary based on project and site specific
considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG region can and should implement
these measures, where relevant to land use projects implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS.
Project specific environmental documents may adjust these mitigation measures as
necessary to respond to site specific conditions.

BIO-1(a) Biological Resources Screening and Assessment. On a project-by-project
basis, a preliminary biological resource screening shall, or can and should, be 
performed as part of the environmental review process to determine whether 
the project has any potential to impact biological resources. If it is determined 
that the project has no potential to impact biological resources, no further 
action is required. If the project would have the potential to impact biological 
resources, prior to construction, the implementing agency shall retain a 
qualified biologist to conduct a biological resources assessment (BRA) to 
document the existing biological resources and to determine the potential 
impacts to those resources. Depending on the results of the BRA, design 
alterations, further technical studies (i.e., protocol surveys) and/or 
consultations with the USFWS, CDFW and/or other local, state, and federal 
agencies may be required. The following mitigation measures [BIO-1(b) 
through BIO-1(j)] shall be incorporated only as applicable into the BRA for 
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projects where specific resources are present or may be present and 
impacted by the project.  

BIO-1(b) Special-Status Plant Species Surveys. If completion of the project specific BRA 
determines that special-status plant species have potential to occur on-site, 
the implementing agency shall require surveys for special-status plants to be 
completed prior to any vegetation removal, grubbing, or other construction 
activity of each project (including staging and mobilization). The surveys shall 
be floristic in nature and shall be seasonally timed to coincide with the target 
species. Surveys shall be conducted in accordance with the most current 
protocols established by the CDFW, USFWS, and the local jurisdictions if said 
protocols exist. A report of the survey results shall be submitted to the 
implementing agency for review. If special-status plant species are identified, 
mitigation measure BIO-1(c) shall apply. 

BIO-1(c) Special-Status Plant Species Avoidance, Minimization and Mitigation. If 
state- or federally listed and/or CRPR 1 and 2 species are found during special-
status plant surveys [pursuant to mitigation measure BIO-1(b)], then the 
implementing agency shall require the project to be re-designed to avoid 
impacting these plant species to the extent feasible. If CRPR 3 and 4 species 
are found, the biologist shall evaluate to determine if they meet criteria to be 
considered special-status, and if so, the same process as identified for CRPR 1 
and 2 species shall apply.  
If special-status plants species cannot be avoided and would be impacted by a 
project implemented under the 2045 MTP/SCS, the implementing agency 
shall require all impacts shall be mitigated at an appropriate ratio to fully 
offset project impacts, as determined by a qualified biologist for each species 
as a component of habitat restoration. A restoration plan shall be prepared 
and submitted to implementing agency overseeing the project for approval.  

BIO-1(d) Endangered/Threatened Animal Species Habitat Assessment and Protocol 
Surveys. If the BRA determines that suitable habitat may be present for 
federally and/or state endangered or threatened animal species, the 
implementing agency shall require protocol habitat assessments/surveys to 
be completed in accordance with CDFW and/or USFWS/NMFS protocols prior 
to issuance of any construction permits/project approvals. Alternatively, in 
lieu of conducting protocol surveys, the implementing agency may choose to 
assume presence within the project footprint and proceed with development 
of appropriate avoidance measures, consultation and permitting, as 
applicable. If the target species is detected during protocol surveys, or 
protocol surveys are not conducted and presence assumed based on suitable 
habitat, mitigation measure BIO-1(e) shall apply. 

BIO-1(e) Endangered/Threatened Animal Species Avoidance and Compensatory 
Mitigation. If habitat is occupied or presumed occupied by federal and/or 
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state listed species and would be impacted by the project, the implementing 
agency shall require re-design of the project in coordination with a qualified 
biologist to avoid impacting occupied/presumed occupied habitat to the 
extent feasible. If occupied or presumed occupied habitat cannot be avoided, 
the implementing agency shall provide the total acreages for habitat that 
would be impacted prior to the issuance of construction permits/approvals. 
The implementing agency shall purchase credits at a USFWS, NMFS and/or 
CDFW approved conservation bank if available for the affected species and/or 
provide compensatory mitigation to offset impacts to federal and/or state 
listed species habitat. Compensatory mitigation shall be provided at an 
appropriate ratio to fully offset project impacts, as determined by a qualified 
biologist for permanent impacts. Compensatory mitigation may be 
combined/nested with special-status plant species and sensitive community 
restoration where applicable. Temporary impact areas shall be restored to 
pre-project conditions. If on and/or off site mitigation sites are identified the 
implementing agency shall retain a qualified biologist to prepare a Habitat 
Mitigation and Monitoring Plan (HMMP) to ensure the success of 
compensatory mitigation sites that are to be conserved for compensation of 
permanent impacts to federal and/or state listed species. The HMMP shall 
identify long term site management needs, routine monitoring techniques, 
techniques and success criteria, and shall determine if the conservation site 
has restoration needs to function as a suitable mitigation site. The HMMP 
shall be submitted to the agency overseeing the project for approval. 

  

BIO-1(f) Endangered/Threatened Animal Species Avoidance and Minimization During 
Construction. The implementing agency shall apply the following measures to 
aquatic and terrestrial species, where appropriate. Implementing agencies 
shall select from these measures as appropriate depending on site conditions, 
the species with potential for occurrence and the results of the biological 
resources screening and assessment (measure BIO-1[a]).
Á Pre-construction surveys for federal and/or state listed species with

potential to occur shall be conducted where suitable habitat is present by a
qualified biologist not more than 48 hours prior to the start of construction
activities. The survey area shall include the proposed disturbance area and
all proposed ingress/egress routes, plus a 100-foot buffer. If any life stage of
federal and/or state listed species is found within the survey area, the
qualified biologist shall recommend an appropriate course of action, which
may include consultation with USFWS, NMFS and/or CDFW. The results of
the pre-construction surveys shall be submitted to the implementing agency
for review and approval prior to start of construction.

Á Ground disturbance shall be limited to the minimum necessary to complete
the project. The project limits of disturbance shall be flagged. Areas of
special biological concern shall have highly visible orange construction
fencing.
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Á All projects occurring within/adjacent to aquatic habitats (including riparian
habitats and wetlands) shall be completed between April 1 and October 31,
to avoid impacts to sensitive aquatic species.

Á All projects occurring within or adjacent to sensitive habitats that may
support federally and/or state endangered/threatened species shall have a
qualified biologist present during all initial ground disturbing/vegetation
clearing activities. Once initial ground disturbing/vegetation clearing
activities have been completed, said biologist shall conduct daily pre-activity
clearance surveys for endangered/threatened species. Alternatively, and
upon approval of the CDFW and/or USFWS/NMFS or as outlined in project
permits, said biologist may conduct site inspections at a minimum of once
per week to ensure all prescribed avoidance and minimization measures are
begin fully implemented.

Á No endangered/threatened species shall be captured and relocated without
authorization from the CDFW and/or USFWS/NMFS.

Á If pumps are used for dewatering activities, all intakes shall be completely
screened with wire mesh not larger than five millimeters to prevent animals
from entering the pump system.

Á If at any time during construction of the project an endangered/threatened
species enters the construction site or otherwise may be impacted by the
project, all project activities shall cease. At that point, a qualified biologist
shall recommend an appropriate course of action, which may include
consultation with USFWS, NMFS and/or CDFW.

Á All vehicle maintenance/fueling/staging shall occur not less than 100 feet
from any riparian habitat or water body. Suitable containment procedures
shall be implemented to prevent spills.

Á No equipment shall be permitted to enter wetted portions of any affected
drainage channel.

Á All equipment operating within streambeds (restricted to conditions in
which water is not present) shall be in good conditions and free of leaks.
Spill containment shall be installed under all equipment staged within
stream areas and extra spill containment and clean up materials shall be
located in close proximity for easy access.

Á At the end of each workday, excavations shall be secured with cover or a
ramp shall be provided to prevent wildlife entrapment.

Á All trenches, pipes, culverts or similar structures shall be inspected for
animals prior to burying, capping, moving, or filling.

BIO-1(g) Non-Listed Special-Status Animal Species Avoidance and Minimization. 
Depending on the species identified in the BRA, the implementing agency 
shall select from among the following to reduce the potential for impacts to 
non-listed special-status animal species: 
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Á Pre-construction clearance surveys shall be conducted within 14 days prior
to the start of construction (including staging and mobilization) to identify
all special-status animal species that may occur on-site. All non-listed
special-status species shall be relocated from the site. A report of the pre-
construction survey shall be submitted to the implementing agency for their
review and approval prior to the start of construction.

Á A qualified biologist shall be present during all initial ground disturbing
activities, including vegetation removal, to recover special-status animal
species unearthed by construction activities.

Á Upon completion of the project, a qualified biologist shall prepare a final
compliance report documenting all compliance activities implemented for
the project, including the pre-construction survey results.

Á If special-status bat species may be present and impacted by the project,
within 30 days of the start of construction a qualified biologist shall conduct
presence/absence surveys for special-status bats, in consultation with the
CDFW, where suitable roosting habitat is present. If active bat roosts or
colonies are present, the biologist shall evaluate the type of roost to
determine the next step.
□ If a maternity colony is present, all construction activities shall be

postponed within a 250-foot buffer around the maternity colony until it
is determined by a qualified biologist that the young have dispersed or
as recommended by CDFW through consultation. Once it has been
determined that the roost is clear of bats, the roost shall be removed
immediately.

□ If a roost is determined by a qualified biologist to be used by a large
number of bats (large hibernaculum), alternative roosts, such as bat
boxes if appropriate for the species, shall be designed and installed
near the project site. The number and size of alternative roosts shall be
determined through consultations with the CDFW.

□ If other active roosts are located, exclusion devices such as valves,
sheeting or flap-style one-way devices that allow bats to exit but not
re-enter roosts discourage bats from occupying the site.

BIO-1(h) Pre-Construction Surveys for Nesting Birds. For construction activities 
occurring during the nesting season (generally February 1 to September 15), 
surveys for nesting birds covered by the CFGC, the Migratory Bird Treaty Act 
and Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act shall be conducted by a qualified 
biologist retained by the implementing agency no more than 10 days prior to 
vegetation removal activities. A qualified biologist shall conduct 
preconstruction surveys for raptors. The survey for the presence of bald and 
golden eagles shall cover all areas within of the disturbance footprint plus a 
one-mile buffer where access can be secured. The survey area for all other 
nesting bird and raptor species shall include the disturbance footprint plus a 
300-foot and 500-foot buffer, respectively. If active nests (nests with eggs or
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chicks) are located, the qualified biologist shall establish an appropriate 
avoidance buffer ranging from 250 to 500 feet based on the species biology 
and the current and anticipated disturbance levels occurring in vicinity of the 
nest. For bald or golden eagle nests identified during the preconstruction 
surveys, an avoidance buffer of up to one mile shall be established on a case-
by-case basis in consultation with the USFWS and CDFW. The size of the 
buffer may be influenced by the existing conditions and disturbance regime, 
relevant landscape characteristics, and the nature, timing and duration of the 
expected disturbance. The buffer shall be established between February 1 
and August 31; however, buffers may be relaxed earlier than August 31 if a 
qualified ornithologist determines that a given nest has failed or that all 
surviving chicks have fledged and the nest is no longer in use. A report of 
these preconstruction nesting bird surveys and nest monitoring (if applicable) 
shall be submitted to the implementing agency for review and approval prior 
to the start of construction. 

 

BIO-1(i) Worker Environmental Awareness Program (WEAP). Prior to initiation of 
construction activities, all personnel associated with project construction shall 
attend WEAP training, conducted by a qualified biologist retained by the 
implementing agency, to aid workers in recognizing special-status resources 
and review of the limits of construction and mitigation measures required. A 
fact sheet conveying this information shall also be prepared for distribution to 
all contractors, their employers and other personnel involved with 
construction of the project. 

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that these mitigation
measures are partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS will adopt them. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that these mitigation measures are partially within the
responsibility and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use
projects, cities and counties, which can and should adopt them. Compliance with the
above mitigation measures would reduce impacts to special-status species and their
habitat to less than significant levels because the mitigation measures require pre-
project surveys and biological monitoring, focused biological surveys, avoidance or
minimization of project related disturbance or loss of special-status species,
compensation for disturbed or loss of special-status species habitat and coordination
with permitting agencies, as required prior to project implementation. However, it
cannot be guaranteed that all future project level impacts to special-status species can
be mitigated to a less than significant level for all species. Additionally, complete
avoidance is the only mitigation for fully protected species, which may not be feasible
under some circumstances. Therefore, impacts would remain significant and
unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other mitigation measures or
alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less than significant levels. The
AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, social, technological, or
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other considerations, including provision of employment opportunities for highly trained 
workers, make certain mitigation measures or alternatives identified in the EIR 
infeasible.  Since no feasible mitigation measures or project alternatives have been found 
to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, this impact remains significant and 
unavoidable. 

  

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.4-32 through 4.4-40 of the Final EIR.

2. Impact BIO-2. Implementation of transportation improvements and the land use scenario
envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would result in substantial adverse impacts on sensitive
habitats, including sensitive natural communities, and state and federally protected
wetlands. This impact would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – For transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG and
SCCRTC shall, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and should, implement
the following mitigation measures for applicable transportation projects identified in
Appendix B, where feasible and necessary based on project and site specific
considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG region can and should implement
these measures, where relevant to land use projects implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS.
Project specific environmental documents may adjust these mitigation measures as
necessary to respond to site specific conditions.

BIO-2(a) Aquatic Resources Delineation and Impact Avoidance. If the results of
measure BIO-1(a) indicates projects implemented under the 2045 MTP/SCS 
occur within or adjacent to wetland, drainages, riparian habitats, or other 
areas that may fall under the jurisdiction of the CDFW, USACE, RWQCB and/or 
CCC, a qualified biologist shall complete an aquatic resources delineation in 
accordance with the requirement set forth by each agency. The result shall be 
submitted to the implementing agency, USACE, RWQCB, CDFW and/or CCC, as 
appropriate, for review and approval, and the project shall be designed to 
minimize impacts to jurisdictional areas to the extent feasible. The 
delineation shall serve as the basis to identify potentially jurisdictional areas 
to be protected during construction, through implementation of the 
avoidance and minimization identified in measure B-2(f). 

BIO-2(b) Wetlands, Drainages, and Riparian Habitat Restoration. Impacts to 
jurisdictional wetlands, drainages, and riparian habitat shall be mitigated at 
an appropriate ratio to fully offset project impacts, as determined by a 
qualified biologist retained by the implementing agency, and shall occur on-
site or as close to the impacted habitat as possible. A mitigation and 
monitoring plan shall be developed by a qualified biologist and submittal to 
the regulatory agency overseeing the project for approval. Alternatively, 
mitigation shall be accomplished through purchase of credits from an 
approved wetlands mitigation bank.
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BIO-2(c) Landscaping Plan. If landscaping is proposed for a specific project, a qualified 
biologist/landscape architect retained by the implementing agency shall 
prepare a landscape plan. Drought tolerant, locally native plant species shall 
be used. Noxious, invasive and/or non-native plant species that are 
recognized on the Federal Noxious Weed List, California Noxious Weeds List 
and/or California Invasive Plant Council Inventory shall not be permitted. 
Species selected for planting shall be regionally appropriate native species 
that are known to occur in the adjacent native habitat types. 

BIO-2(d) Sensitive Natural Community Avoidance and Mitigation. If the results of 
measure BIO-1(a) indicates projects implemented under the 2045 MTP/SCS 
would impact sensitive natural communities in addition to riparian habitat 
which is addressed by Measure BIO-2(b), the implementing agency shall avoid 
impacts to sensitive natural communities through final project design 
modifications if feasible. If the implementing agency determines that sensitive 
natural communities cannot be avoided, impacts shall be mitigated on-site or 
offsite at an appropriate ratio to fully offset project impacts, as determined by 
a qualified biologist based on any applicable resource agency guidelines. 
Temporarily impacted areas shall be restored to pre-project conditions. A 
Restoration Plan shall be developed by a qualified biologist and submitted to 
the implementing agency.  

BIO-2(e) Invasive Weed Prevention and Management Program. Prior to start of 
construction for each project that occurs within or adjacent to native habitats, 
an Invasive Weed Prevention and Management Program shall be developed 
by a qualified biologist retained by the implementing agency to prevent 
invasion of native habitat by non-native plant species. The plan shall be 
submitted to the implementing agency for review and approval. A list of 
target species shall be included, along with measures for early detection and 
eradication.  
The plan, which shall be implemented by the implementing agency, shall also 
include, but not be limited to, the following measures to prevent the 
introduction of invasive weed species: 
Á During construction, limit the use of imported soils for fill. If the use of

imported fill material is necessary, the imported material must be obtained
from a source that is known to be free of invasive plant species.

Á To minimize colonization of disturbed areas and the spread of invasive
species, the contractor shall stockpile topsoil and redeposit the stockpiled
soil after construction or transport the topsoil to a permitted landfill for
disposal.

Á All erosion control materials, including straw bales, straw wattles, or mulch
used on-site must be free of invasive species seed.
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Á Exotic and invasive plant species shall be excluded from any erosion control
seed mixes and/or landscaping plant palettes associated with the proposed
project.

Á All disturbed areas shall be hydroseeded with a mix of locally native species
upon completion of work in those areas.

 

BIO-2(f) Wetlands, Drainages, and Riparian Habitat Best Management Practices 
During Construction. The following best management practices shall be 
required by the implementing agency for development within or adjacent to 
wetlands, drainages, or riparian habitat: 
Á Access routes, staging and construction areas shall be limited to the

minimum area necessary to achieve the project goal and minimize impacts
to other waters including locating access routes and ancillary construction
areas outside of jurisdictional areas.

Á To control sedimentation during and after project implementation,
appropriate erosion control materials shall be deployed to minimize adverse
effects on jurisdictional areas in the vicinity of the project.

Á Project activities within the jurisdictional areas should occur during the dry
season (typically between June 1 and November 1) in any given year, or as
otherwise directed by the regulatory agencies.

Á During construction, no litter or construction debris shall be placed within
jurisdictional areas. All such debris and waste shall be picked up daily and
properly disposed of at an appropriate site.

Á Raw cement, concrete or washings thereof, asphalt, paint or other coating
material, oil or other petroleum products, or any other substances which
could be hazardous to aquatic species resulting from project related
activities, shall be prevented from contaminating the soil and/or entering
wetlands, drainages or riparian habitat.

Á All refueling, maintenance and staging of equipment and vehicles shall
occur at least 100 feet from bodies of water and in a location where a
potential spill would not drain directly toward aquatic habitat (e.g., on a
slope that drains away from the water source). Prior to the onset of work
activities, a plan must be in place for prompt and effective response to any
accidental spills.

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that these mitigation
measures are partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt them. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that these mitigation measures are partially within the
responsibility and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use
projects, cities and counties, which can and should adopt them. Compliance with the
above mitigation measures would reduce impacts to sensitive communities and wetlands
to less than significant levels because the mitigation measures require focused biological

surveys, best management practices to avoidance or minimization impacts, 
compensation for disturbed or loss of sensitive communities and wetlands and 
coordination with permitting agencies, as required prior to project implementation. 
However, it cannot be guaranteed that all future project level impacts can be mitigated 
to a less than significant level for all sensitive habitats. As such, impacts would remain 
significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other 
mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less 
than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, 
social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment 
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or 
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible.  Since no feasible mitigation measures or 
project alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, 
this impact remains significant and unavoidable. 

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.4-40 through 4.4-45 of the Final EIR.

3. Impact BIO-3. Implementation of transportation improvements and the land use scenario
envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would substantially interfere with wildlife movement,
including fish migration, and/or impede the use of a native wildlife nursery. This impact
would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – For transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG and
SCCRTC shall, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and should, implement
the following mitigation measures for applicable transportation projects identified in
Appendix B, where feasible and necessary based on project and site-specific
considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG region can and should implement
these measures, where relevant to land use projects implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS.
Project specific environmental documents may adjust these mitigation measures as
necessary to respond to site specific conditions.

BIO-3(a) Project Design for Wildlife Connectivity. The implementing agency shall
implement the following measures. All projects including long segments of 
fencing, long linear projects, and lighting shall be designed to minimize 
impacts to wildlife. Where fencing or other project components is required 
for public safety concerns, these project components shall be designed to 
permit wildlife movement by incorporating design features such as: 
Á A minimum 16 inches between the ground and the bottom of the fence to

provide clearance for small animals;
Á A minimum 12 inches between the top two wires, or top the fence with a

wooden rail, mesh, or chain link instead of wire to prevent animals from
becoming entangled;

Á If privacy fencing is required near open space areas, openings at the bottom
of the fence measure at least 16 inches in diameter shall be installed at
reasonable intervals to allow wildlife movement, or the fence may be
installed with the bottom at least 16 inches above the ground level;
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Á If fencing or other project components must be designed in such a manner
that wildlife passage would not be permitted, wildlife crossing structures
such as overpasses, underpasses, culverts, etc., shall be incorporated into
the project design as appropriate; and

Á Lighting installed as part of any project shall be designed to be minimally
disruptive to wildlife (see mitigation measure AES-3(a) Roadway Lighting for
lighting requirements).

BIO-3(b) Maintain Connectivity in Drainages. The implementing agency shall 
implement the following measures. Permanent structures shall be avoided to 
the extent feasible within any drainage or river that serves as a wildlife 
migration corridor that would impede wildlife movement. In addition, upon 
completion of construction within any drainage, areas of stream channel and 
banks that are temporarily impacted shall be returned to pre-construction 
contours and in a condition that allows for unimpeded passage through the 
area once the work has been complete. If water is to be diverted around work 
sites, a diversion plan shall be submitted to the implementing agency for 
review and approval prior to issuance of project construction 
permits/approvals. The diversion shall be designed in a way as to not impede 
movement while the diversion is in place. 

BIO-3(c) Construction Best Management Practices to Minimize Disruption to Wildlife. 
The following construction best management practices shall be incorporated 
by the implementing agency into all grading and construction plans to 
minimize temporary disruption of wildlife, which could hinder wildlife 
movement: 
Á Designation of a 20 mile per hour speed limit in all construction areas.
Á Daily construction work schedules shall be limited to daylight hours only.
Á Mufflers shall be used on all construction equipment and vehicles shall be in

good operating condition.
Á All trash shall be placed in sealed containers and shall be removed from the

project site a minimum of once per week.
Á No pets are permitted on project site during construction.

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that these mitigation
measures are partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as
CEQA responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt them. The AMBAG Board of
Directors further finds that these mitigation measures are partially within the
responsibility and jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use
projects, cities and counties, which can and should adopt them. Compliance with the
above mitigation measures would reduce impacts to wildlife movement by requiring
projects to be designed in a way that maintains connectivity. However, it cannot be
guaranteed that movement of terrestrial species will not be impeded at the regional
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scale due to the large scale of the 2045 MTP/SCS. Therefore, impacts would remain 
significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other 
mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less 
than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, 
social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment 
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or 
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible. Since no feasible mitigation measures or 
project alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, 
this impact remains significant and unavoidable. 

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.4-45 through 4.4-48 of the Final EIR.

E. CULTURAL RESOURCES

1. Impact CR-1. Implementation of proposed transportation improvements and the land use
scenario envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would cause a substantial adverse change in built
environment cultural resources that are historical resources as defined in State CEQA
Guidelines Section 15064.5. Impacts would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – To minimize impacts to historical resources for transportation projects
under AMBAG jurisdiction, working with TAMC, SBtCOG, and SCCRTC shall, and
transportation project sponsor agencies can and should, implement the following
mitigation developed for the 2045 MTP/SCS program where applicable for transportation
projects that result in impacts to historic resources, and where feasible and necessary
based on project and site specific considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG
planning region can and should implement these measures, where relevant to land use
projects implementing under the 2045 MTP/SCS. Project specific environmental
documents may adjust these mitigation measures as necessary to respond to site specific
conditions.

CR-1 Historical Resources Impact Minimization. Prior to individual project permit
issuance, the implementing agency of a 2045 MTP/SCS project involving earth
disturbance or construction of permanent above ground structures or
roadways shall, or can and should, prepare a map defining the Area of
Potential Effects (APE). This map shall indicate the areas of primary and
secondary disturbance associated with construction and operation of the
facility and will help in determining whether known historical resources are
located within the impact zone. If a structure greater than 45 years in age is
within the identified APE, a survey and evaluation of the structure(s) to
determine their eligibility for recognition under State, federal, or local historic
preservation criteria shall be conducted. The evaluation shall be prepared by
an architectural historian, or historical architect meeting the Secretary of the
Interior’s Standards and Guidelines for Archeology and Historic Preservation,
Professional Qualification Standards. The evaluation shall comply with State
CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5(b). Study recommendations shall be
implemented, which may include, but would not be limited to, the following:
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Á Realign or redesign projects to avoid impacts on known historic resources
where possible

Á If avoidance of a significant architectural/built environment resource is not
feasible, additional mitigation options include, but are not limited to,
specific design plans for historic districts, or plans for alteration or adaptive
re-use of a historical resource that follows the Secretary of the Interior’s
Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties with Guidelines for
Preserving, Rehabilitation, Restoring, and Reconstructing Historic Buildings

Á Comply with existing local regulations and policies that exceed or
reasonably replace any of the above measures that protect historic
resources

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as CEQA
responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of Directors
further find that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility and
jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
counties, which can and should adopt it. Redevelopment or demolition that may be
required to implement transportation improvements and/or infill development may
result in the permanent loss or damage to historic structures. While implementation of
Mitigation Measure CR-1 would reduce impacts to the extent feasible, some project
specific impacts may be unavoidable. Therefore, this impact would remain significant
and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other mitigation measures
or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less than significant levels.
The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal, social, technological,
or other considerations, including provision of employment opportunities for highly
trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or alternatives identified in the EIR
infeasible. Since no feasible mitigation measures or project alternatives have been found
to reduce the impact to a less than significant level, this impact remains significant and
unavoidable.

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.5-19 through 4.5-21 of the Final EIR.

2. Impact CR-2. Implementation of proposed transportation improvements and the land use
scenario envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would cause a substantial adverse change in the
significance of archaeological resources as defined in State CEQA Guidelines Section
15064.5. Impacts would be significant and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – To minimize impacts to cultural resources for transportation projects under
AMBAG jurisdiction, working with TAMC, SBtCOG, and SCCRTC shall, and transportation
project sponsor agencies can and should, implement the following mitigation developed
for the 2045 MTP/SCS program where applicable for transportation projects that result
in impacts to archaeological resources, and where feasible and necessary based on
project and site specific considerations. Cities and counties in the AMBAG planning
region can and should implement these measures, where relevant to land use projects
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implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS. Project specific environmental documents may adjust 
these mitigation measures as necessary to respond to site specific conditions. 

CR-2(a) Archaeological Resources Impact Minimization. Before construction 
activities, implementing agencies shall, or can and should, retain a qualified 
archaeologist to conduct a record search at the Northwest Information Center 
to determine whether the project area has been previously surveyed and 
whether resources were identified. When recommended by the Information 
Center, implementing agencies shall, or can and should, retain a qualified 
archaeologist to conduct archaeological surveys before construction activities. 
Implementing agencies shall, or can and should, follow recommendations 
identified in the survey, which may include, but would not be limited to: 
subsurface testing, designing and implementing a Worker Environmental 
Awareness Program (WEAP), construction monitoring by a qualified 
archaeologist, or avoidance of sites and preservation in place. Recommended 
mitigation measures will be consistent with State CEQA Guidelines Section 
15126.4(b)(3) recommendations and may include but not be limited to 
preservation in place and/or data recovery. All cultural resources work shall 
follow accepted professional standards in recording any find including 
submittal of standard DPR Primary Record forms (Form DPR 523) and location 
information to the appropriate California Historical Resources Information 
System office for the project area. 

CR-2(b) Unanticipated Discoveries During Construction. If evidence of any prehistoric 
or historic-era subsurface archaeological features or deposits are discovered 
during construction-related earthmoving activities (e.g., ceramic shard, trash 
scatters, lithic scatters), implementing agencies shall, or can and should, halt 
all ground-disturbing activity proximate to the discovery until a qualified 
archaeologist (36 CFR Section 61) can assess the significance of the find. If the 
find is a prehistoric archaeological site, the culturally affiliated California 
Native American tribe shall be notified. If the archaeologist determines that 
the find does not meet the CRHR standards of significance for cultural 
resources, construction may proceed. If the archaeologist determines that 
further information is needed to evaluate significance, a testing plan shall be 
prepared and implemented. If the find is determined to be significant by the 
qualified archaeologist (i.e., because the find is determined to constitute 
either an historical resource or a unique archaeological resource), the 
archaeologist shall work with the implementing agency to avoid disturbance 
to the resources, and if complete avoidance is not feasible in light of project 
design, economics, logistics and other factors, shall recommend additional 
measures such as the preparation and implementation of a data recovery 
plan. Recommended mitigation measures will be consistent with State CEQA 
Guidelines Section 15126.4(b)(3) recommendations and may include but not 
be limited to preservation in place and/or data recovery. All cultural resources 
work shall follow accepted professional standards in recording any find 
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including submittal of standard DPR Primary Record forms (Form DPR 523) 
and location information to the appropriate California Historical Resources 
Information System office for the project area. If the find is a prehistoric 
archaeological site, the culturally affiliated California Native American tribe 
shall be notified and afforded the opportunity to monitor mitigative 
treatment. During evaluation or mitigative treatment, ground disturbance and 
construction work may continue in other parts of the project area that are 
distant enough from the find not to impact it, as determined by the qualified 
archaeologist. 

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as CEQA
responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of Directors
further finds that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility and
jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
counties, which can and should adopt it. Implementation of the above measure would
reduce impacts to archaeological resources by requiring cultural resource searches and
surveys of project areas and providing a procedure for discovered cultural archaeological
resources. While implementation of Mitigation Measure CR-2 would reduce impacts to
the extent feasible, some project specific impacts may be unavoidable. Therefore, this
impact remains significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no
other mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to
less than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic,
legal, social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible. Since no feasible mitigation measures or
project alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level,
this impact remains significant and unavoidable.

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.5-21 through 4.5-23 of the Final EIR.

F. GEOLOGY AND SOILS

1. Impact GEO-5. Implementation of proposed transportation improvements and the land use
scenario envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would directly or indirectly destroy a unique
paleontological resource or site or unique geological feature. Impacts would be significant
and unavoidable.

a. Mitigation – For transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG and
SCCRTC shall, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and should, implement
the following mitigation developed for the 2045 MTP/SCS program where applicable for
transportation projects that result in impacts to paleontological resources, and where
feasible and necessary based on project and site specific considerations. Cities and
counties in the AMBAG region can and should implement this mitigation measure where
relevant to land use projects implementing the 2045 MTP/SCS. Project specific
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environmental documents may adjust these mitigation measures as necessary to 
respond to site specific conditions. 

GEO-5  Paleontological and Geologic Resources Impact Minimization. The 
implementing agency of a 2045 MTP/SCS project involving ground disturbing 
activities (including grading, trenching, foundation work and other 
excavations) shall, or can and should, retain a qualified paleontologist, 
defined as a paleontologist who meets the Society of Vertebrate Paleontology 
(SVP) standards for Qualified Professional Paleontologist (SVP 2010), to 
conduct a Paleontological Resources Assessment (PRA). The PRA shall 
determine the age and paleontological sensitivity of geologic formations 
underlying the proposed disturbance area, consistent with SVP Standard 
Procedures for the Assessment and Mitigation of Adverse Impacts to 
Paleontological Resources (SVP 2010) guidelines for categorizing 
paleontological sensitivity of geologic units within a project area. If underlying 
formations are found to have a high potential (sensitivity) for paleontological 
resources and/or could be considered a unique geologic feature, the following 
measures shall apply: 
Á Avoidance. Avoid routes and project designs that would permanently alter

unique paleontological and geological features. If avoidance practices
cannot be implemented, the following measures shall apply.

Á Paleontological Mitigation and Monitoring Program. A qualified
paleontologist shall prepare a Paleontological Mitigation and Monitoring
Program to be implemented during ground disturbance activity. This
program shall outline the procedures for construction staff training,
paleontological monitoring extent and duration (i.e., in what locations and
at what depths paleontological monitoring shall be required), salvage and
preparation of fossils, the final mitigation and monitoring report and
paleontological staff qualifications.

Á Paleontological Worker Environmental Awareness Program (WEAP). Prior to
the start of ground disturbance activity, construction personnel shall be
informed on the appearance of fossils and the procedures for notifying
paleontological staff should fossils be discovered by construction staff.

Á Paleontological Monitoring. Ground disturbing activity with the potential to
disturbed geologic units with high paleontological sensitivity shall be
monitored on a full-time basis by a qualified paleontological monitor.
Should no fossils be observed during the first 50 percent of such
excavations, paleontological monitoring could be reduced to weekly spot-
checking under the discretion of the qualified paleontologist. Monitoring
shall be conducted by a qualified paleontological monitor, who is defined as
an individual who has experience with collection and salvage of
paleontological resources.

Á Salvage of Fossils. If fossils are discovered, the implementing agency shall be
notified immediately, and the qualified paleontologist (or paleontological
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monitor) shall recover them. Typically, fossils can be safely salvaged quickly 
by a single paleontologist and not disrupt construction activity. In some 
cases, larger fossils (such as complete skeletons or large mammal fossils) 
require more extensive excavation and longer salvage periods. In this case, 
the paleontologist should have the authority to temporarily direct, divert or 
halt construction activity to ensure that the fossil(s) can be removed in a 
safe and timely manner. 

Á Preparation and Curation of Recovered Fossils. Once salvaged, fossils shall
be identified to the lowest possible taxonomic level, prepared to a curation-
ready condition, and curated in a scientific institution with a permanent
paleontological collection, along with all pertinent field notes, photos, data
and maps.

Á Final Paleontological Mitigation and Monitoring Report. Upon completion of
ground disturbing activity (and curation of fossils if necessary) the qualified
paleontologist shall prepare a final mitigation and monitoring report
outlining the results of the mitigation and monitoring program. The report
shall include discussion of the location, duration and methods of the
monitoring, stratigraphic sections, any recovered fossils, and the scientific
significance of those fossils, and where fossils were curated.

 

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is within the responsibility and jurisdiction of cities and counties, which can and
should adopt it. Implementation of the above mitigation measure would reduce impacts
to paleontological resources and unique geologic features by requiring a PRA and
mitigation measures for any projects under the 2045 MTP/SCS that may impact such
resources. While implementation of Mitigation Measure GEO-4 would reduce impacts to
the extent feasible, some project specific impacts may be unavoidable. Therefore, this
impact is significant and unavoidable. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that no other
mitigation measures or alternatives are feasible that would reduce this impact to less
than significant levels. The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that specific economic, legal,
social, technological, or other considerations, including provision of employment
opportunities for highly trained workers, make certain mitigation measures or
alternatives identified in the EIR infeasible. Since no feasible mitigation measures or
project alternatives have been found to reduce the impact to a less than significant level,
this impact remains significant and unavoidable.

c. Supportive Evidence – Please refer to pages 4.7-26 through 4.7-28 of the Final EIR.

G. GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS/CLIMATE CHANGE

1. Impact GHG-1. Construction of the transportation improvement projects and development
within future land use patterns envisioned by the 2045 MTP/SCS would generate a net
increase GHG emissions by 2045 compared to baseline 2020 conditions. Impacts would be
significant and unavoidable.
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a. Mitigation – For all transportation projects under their jurisdiction, TAMC, SBtCOG, and
SCCRTC shall implement, and transportation project sponsor agencies can and should
implement, the following mitigation measures developed for the 2045 MTP/SCS program
where applicable for transportation projects generating construction GHG emissions, and
where feasible and necessary based on project and site specific considerations.

GHG-1  Construction GHG Reduction Measures. The project sponsor shall
incorporate the most recent GHG reduction measures and/or technologies for 
reducing GHG emissions measures for off-road construction vehicles during 
construction. The measures shall be noted on all construction plans and the 
project sponsor shall perform periodic site inspections. Current GHG-reducing 
measures include the following: 
Á Use of on-road heavy-duty trucks that meet the CARB’s 2007 or cleaner

certification standard for on-road heavy-duty diesel engines, and comply
with the State On-Road Regulation;

Á All on and off-road diesel equipment shall not idle for more than 5 minutes.
Signs shall be posted in the designated queuing areas and or job sites to
remind drivers and operators of the five-minute idling limit;

Á Substitute gasoline-powered in place of diesel-powered equipment, where
feasible; and

Á Use of alternatively fueled construction equipment, such as compressed
natural gas (CNG), liquefied natural gas (LNG), propane or biodiesel, in place
of diesel-powered equipment for 15 percent of the fleet, to the extent
electric powered equipment is not feasible;

Á Use of materials sourced from local suppliers;
Á Recycling of at least 75 percent of construction waste materials; and
Á Project proponents shall incentivize that construction workers carpool,

and/or use electric vehicles to commute to and from the project site.

b. Findings and Rationale – The AMBAG Board of Directors finds that this mitigation
measure is partially within the responsibility and jurisdiction of the RTPAs which as CEQA
responsible agencies for the 2045 MTP/SCS, will adopt it. The AMBAG Board of Directors
further finds that this mitigation measure is partially within the responsibility and
jurisdiction of transportation project sponsors and, for land use projects, cities and
counties, which can and should adopt it. Implementation of Mitigation Measure GHG-1
would reduce short-term construction emissions from individual projects and thus
reduce the severity of impacts by requiring best practices for exhaust emissions via
readily available, lower-emitting diesel equipment, and/or equipment powered by
alternative cleaner fuels (e.g., propane) or electricity, as well as on-road trucks using
particulate exhaust filters.

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE 2045 SANTA CRUZ COUNTY  

REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN 
 

WHEREAS the Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) 
is the state-designated Regional Transportation Planning Agency (RTPA) for Santa 
Cruz County; and 

WHEREAS California Government Code Section 65080 (c) requires that each 
RTPA adopt and submit an updated Regional Transportation Plan to the California 
Transportation Commission and the Department of Transportation every five years in 
non-urban regions; and 

WHEREAS the Commission has prepared a 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional 
Transportation Plan which describes goals and policies, financial projections, and 
programs and projects to be prioritized by the Commission, local jurisdictions, and 
local, state, and regional agencies through 2045; and 

WHEREAS the Regional Transportation Plan was prepared through the conduct 
of a continuing, comprehensive, and coordinated transportation planning process in 
conformance with all applicable state and federal requirements; and 

WHEREAS the Regional Transportation Plan has been prepared in accordance 
with California Transportation Commission 2017 Regional Transportation Plan 
Guidelines, pursuant to Government Code, Section 14522; and  

WHEREAS the required consultation with other agencies was conducted and 
adequate opportunity for public review and comment was provided, in accordance 
with state and federal law and consistent with the region’s public participation plan, 
including, but not limited to wide circulation and review by RTC advisory committees 
representing project sponsors and transportation stakeholders; representatives of 
State and Federal governmental agencies; representatives of special interest groups; 
representatives of the private business sector; and residents of Santa Cruz County; 
and 

WHEREAS a public hearing was conducted on January 13, 2022, to hear and 
consider comments on the 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Plan; 
and 

WHEREAS the Regional Transportation Plans for Santa Cruz, San Benito and 
Monterey Counties are compiled within the 2045 Metropolitan Transportation 
Plan/Sustainable Communities Strategy prepared by the Association of Monterey Bay 
Area Governments; and 
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WHEREAS the environmental impacts of the 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional 
Transportation Plan are analyzed as part of the 2045 Metropolitan Transportation 
Plan/Sustainable Communities Strategy and Regional Transportation Plans for 
Monterey, San Benito and Santa Cruz County EIR, prepared by AMBAG as the lead 
agency and reviewed by RTC as responsible agency, with RTC making appropriate 
findings; and 

WHEREAS the North Central Coast Air Basin, within which Santa Cruz County 
is located, meets Federal Criteria Pollutant Ambient Air Quality Standards, is in 
Attainment Status for these standards, and is therefore exempt from a Clean Air 
Act conformity analysis. 

WHEREAS the nature of the action being taken would not, in and of itself, 
directly cause any environmental impacts, since the action of adopting the RTP alone 
does not alone enable programs and projects to proceed. 

NOW BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SANTA CRUZ COUNTY REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION 
COMMISSION: 

 
1. The 2045 Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Plan is hereby adopted 

following certification of the Final EIR by the Association of Monterey Bay Area 
Governments and the adoption of the Final EIR Findings, Statement of 
Overriding Consideration, and Mitigation Monitoring Reporting Program by the 
Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Commission.
